CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called the Regular City Council Meeting to order at 
6:59 pm, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, motion passed 5-0.

A. OCSO ~ Sgt. Rick Carmack. We are staying on top of things. To touch base with what is going on with the burglary’s, a suspect was charged. We haven’t had any issues since. If you have any more information on the burglary’s, get a hold of us. (Discussion on the break in’s. It is tied to narcotic use, prescription meds, please keep them locked up.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Thank you for your service.
 
B. FIRE DEPARTMENT* ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Meeting Minutes: FYI
2. Runs:   3 (7/5 Report of car fire (canceled en route), 6/18 HWY52 MVA, 6/15 MVA with OFR)
3. 2 pagers with charging docks and 5-year warranty: $2000. Dan: Same request from last month for 1st responders. We have no spares. This is the primary way of calls. Critical for us. The one you approved is dual band. Better for the future. They also receive radio transmission, so they can hear dispatch or weather. We think it is a better option of moving into the future. Byron has just purchased these. Wabasha County has changed over to these as well. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to approve 2 pagers with charging docks including the 5-year warranty at $2000, Councilor Nancy Quimby second, motion carried 5-0.

E. PERSONNEL:  
1. Window permits: add as a requirement. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the permit window request, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second, (discussion: cost based on the value of a job as with other permits. Councilor Trish Shields: It serves a benefit for the residents knowing windows are installed properly.) Councilor Carl Krause and Councilor Beau Hanenberger naye. Approve 3-2.
2. Audit 2017. Tom Cummings: Mayor, Council, nice to see you today. You received the copy of your year end statement. I’m not going over all the details. I’ll go over highlights. Pg. 4 is the auditor report. It’s a big part of what you pay me to do. As you look at it, first paragraph is what you audit and test. 2nd is financial statements. We obtain audit evidence. Assess risk and internal control. Pg. 5 tells you a few other supplemental information. It is taken in context, that is not the whole financial statement. (Described in more detail.) Pg. 14, heads up, this financial format is a little different and may be harder to read. It gives us a snap show of your balance fund. You have 4 major funds. Everything else is other, non-major governmental funds. You have a strong financial health of the General Fund. 954 thousand that is generally available to finance the operations of the City. You are well above that 6 months threshold. You’re in good standing. (Tom went over the Capital Fund for repairs.) Pointing out that W&S received grants to fund the Sewer Project Study. You spent it under the Public Works category. The Capital Improvement Fund was busy. You had a few things going on. Pg. 44 gives us more detail about the General Fund. Budgeting process works well here at the City. What you plan to spend turns out to be what happens. You do quite well planning and controlling. I highlighted a few things. In governmental, the Small Cities Grant program, you received $20,000 you didn’t anticipate when you did your budget and that’s a good thing that happened. (Tom went into more detail on reimbursements and dedication fees. Park dedication fees should be put in a Special Park Improvement fund rather than leave it in the General Fund. That will have to be done in the future.) Pg. 45 is cost of general government. In 2017, you offered health insurance you didn’t anticipate in your budget. Pg. 46 is public safety. Police, 1st Responders, Fire Department, P&Z. No particular items jump out at us. Pg. 47 Public Works, essentially streets. Your budget was set a little high for this area. 2015, 16, 17 came in lower at cost than 2014. Pg. 48 the rest is recreation. In your case, Parks and Community Center. You had repairs. All that due to the flooding that happened. Most was reimbursed through your insurance. General Fund has had a surplus the last 5 years. Property tax revenue stream is plenty to take care of expenditures. You have a healthy reserve. Pg. 50 is debt service funds. A bond was paid early. All your debt service funds are working exactly how they are supposed to. Pg. 51, 52 is the Water Utility Fund. There have been some years that fund struggled. Rates went up to cover that service. Looking better due to the payment on well #2. (Tom discussed the water tower cleaning and the well #2 debt. It was internal cost and is getting paid back to yourself. Next, Tom went over the water looping project.) It looks like the Utility Fund has made progress.
  You have also received a letter. It’s my communication directly to the Council, and not through staff, to make sure you are aware of things. Tom went over the highlighted points in the letter, such as pensions, adjusted journal entries. The staff has made everything available to me and have worked with staff throughout the year. The other letter deals with internal control. There is nothing out of the ordinary. You have 1 and ½ people doing everything. It’s not really ideal. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: it is now 2 people. Rebecca is full-time now. That was to help with that. Tom: all in all, it was an easy audit. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Thank you. Appreciate you coming. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: we need to also mention that this is all completely done by Sandy. She keeps us all in check. She puts a lot of time into this. Hats off to her for keeping us all in line. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept the audit report, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; motion carried 5-0.

F.  ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS (voice vote)
1. Resolution 2018-12 MNDOT Limited Use Permit (renewal of existing sign). Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to accept Resolution 2018-12 MNDOT Limited Use Permit to renew the existing sign, Councilor Carl Krause second; voice vote all aye. Resolution 2018-12 passed 5-0.
2. Resolution 2018-13 PFA Point Source Implementation Grant. (2019 funding. Joe explained the resolution. PFA is encouraging us to make an application and get into the queue, so to speak and submit this at the end of July. It starts to position us for grant funding.) Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to pass Resolution 2018-13 PFA Point Source Implementation Grant, Councilor Trish Shields second; voice vote all aye. Resolution 2018-13 passed 5-0.
3. Resolution 2018-14 Vacating Alley (next to Caryl Cowden). Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve Resolution 2018-14 Vacating Alley, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; (discussion: utility easement stays. The Park is a public square. The City cannot sell it. It is to remain for the public. Vacating would limit access to the back side of the park. Discussion on what is being vacated and why the resident is requesting the vacate.) Councilor Beau Hanenberger said they still need to have setbacks from the utility easement when they build. (Discussion on a utility easement.) Voice vote all ayes. Resolution 2018-14 passed 5-0.
4. Resolution 2018-15 Donation (from OFR $10,000 to equipment fund). Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to accept Resolution 2018-15 Donation, Councilor Carl Krause second; (discussion: Councilor Trish Shields asked about assistance with the fire truck payment. The fire department wants to put it toward equipment. The truck is equipment. So, do we make a request of that? Discussion continued on how the payments are set up. Councilor Trish Shields: I am seeing a lot of new toys. Councilor Carl Krause: they are not considered toys, it’s a safety aspect for the town. Councilor Trish Shields: originally, we were going to get rid of the old truck to help pay for the new truck. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: We are meeting our payments. We are not behind. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: when it first went through the Fire Department was going to contribute payments, not just the first one. It depends on what they have in the fund. Dan Sundt: we committed to the first payment. At that time, we weren’t sure if we could meet the second payment. We did make the second payment. We felt we met our obligation and paid extra interest to fit it into your calendar year better. The reason for this donation, we bring money in for a charitable donation, we have a star rating, we give to PI trap shoot, prom, and give over the year to different organizations to keep our star rating. I don’t have a particular purchase in mind, but I do have things coming up that will need to be purchased. I just can’t take the money. I have to donate it and use it appropriately. It gives us a check and balance. We were never asked for future payments on the truck. It would be tight for us. I can bring it up at a future meeting if you want. Councilor Trish Shields wasn’t thinking the whole payment but just a couple thousand to help.) Voice vote all aye. Resolution 2018-15 approved 5-0.
5. Resolution 2018-16 Approving Designated Right of Way. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve Resolution 2018-16 Approving Designated Right of Way, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; (Councilor Carl Krause: if you use it, are you going to pay us for the spots? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: that is a Gold Rush Committee issue right now. Councilor Carl Krause: it’s against the law. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: That’s your opinion. Our Gold Rush Committee will handle this.) Voice vote: Councilor Carl Krause and Councilor Nancy Quimby naye. Resolution 2018-16 approved 3-2.
6. Resolution 2018-17 MN Public Facility Authority Grant, from the past legislative session. Joe: it is the formal process. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to approve Resolution 2018-17 MN Public Facility Authority Grant, Councilor Trish Shields second; voice vote all aye. Resolution 2018-17 approved 5-0.

1. Meeting Minutes: July 9, 2018 (FYI). Mayor Ryland Eichhorst went over some of the upcoming dates, such as flagging.

J. PUBLIC WORKS 

K. STREETS & ROADS*   
1.  Street: bids (Engineer Joe Palen providing bids). Joe: SL Contracting was the low bid. They have done the last 2 street repairs in town. $27, 943.00. We got an excellent bid. They are doing all the work we are asking. (Went over bids and project. 10 areas are bituminous repairs. Crack fill work in essentially 5 areas.) We talked about working within our budget. This fits our budget. If there is an area you don’t want, we can pull it out of the quote. (Joe went over the specifics with Council.) Crack fill, stop when it runs out or continue till the project is done? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: looks like you went into the township, it shows it going past Gas n’ Go. Joe said it is really bad there. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst suggested that Joe touch base with the township for that area. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to proceed with accepting the bid from SL Contracting, not to exceed $30,000. Councilor Trish Shields second; (Discussion on the roads.) The motion passed 5-0. Work will not be done during Gold Rush. Completion date is Sept. 29th.
2. Striping: Joe put together an exhibit. I wanted to understand the budget situation since we just spent $30,000. The pink area is the most faded. The yellow area is a little bit better. The total pink area is about 13,000 linear feet. Yellow is about 15,000, with a total of 28,805. (Joe went over the options. It is 30 to 50 cents a foot. You could easily spend $30,000 doing it all. Just the center line would still be 4, 5 thousand. There are going to be pros and cons with what you use for the product. The discussion went into having the glass beads vs the cheaper paint. Councilor Beau Hanenberger would like to see better reflection. Discussion on what fund it would come out. Councilor Trish Shields feels some of this is a necessity for this year. Councilor Beau Hanenberger agrees. It’s a safety issue. Discussion continued into what to paint. Councilor Trish Shields asked if we can quote in sections. Joe said he can do a ballpark. What it would cost for like 10,000 linear feet of product. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst suggested just doing the center stripe. Discussion continued on adding more than the center, what to do when the sewer comes in, use reflective paint on some of the roads and not others.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to solicit bids for center striping MN Ave from Gas n’ Go to 5th Street NW. Councilor Beau Hanenberger second for discussion, (Discussion on whether the outside lines should be done along with the center line.) Councilor Beau Hanenberger made a friendly amendment to add the sides into the quote. (Discussion of different quality of paint.) The motion passed 5-0.
3. Pavement Management Plan: $6500 - $8000 (Elgin example included). Joe stated it was a good tool for planning. He went over why the council should consider it. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst asked if sewer would be worked in. Joe said it should be. Councilor Carl Krause feels it’s important to set up a plan. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst stated that this would have to be budgeted for next year. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to put the Pavement Marketing Plan in the 2019 budget and not to exceed $8000, Councilor Carl Krause second; Councilor Trish Shields friendly amended that’s It’s a Pavement Management Plan, not marketing. Motion carried 5-0.
4. No parking signs; Energy Lane SW. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: this all part of Casey’s expansion. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to add no parking signs on both sides of Energy LN SW, Councilor Trish Shields second; (discussion on having signs on both sides. The street is too narrow. Councilor Carl Krause would like one side done, not both sides. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst would like to table. Councilor Trish Shields feels something should be done now so the law can enforce things. The north side needs signs for sure. Councilor Beau Hanenberger friendly amended to have Dan and Joe work together on the placement of the signs. Passed 3-2. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst and Councilor Carl Krause naye.

L. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes:  July 12, 2018 (FYI) 
2. Oronoco Auto (P&Z recommended that is non-compliant operation). Councilor Beau Hanenberger went over the public hearing. It is not customary for retail. Furnace creates odor and vibration, not allowed by ordinance in B2. Not compliant in B2, or M1 for that matter. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept P&Z’s recommendation at 410 1st Street SE that it is not permitted in the B-2 zone, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; Motion passed 5-0.
3. Accessory Buildings Revisions (public hearing set for August recommend changes). This is an FYI right now. It goes back to P&Z for a public hearing before coming to council for approval.
 
M. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Meeting Minutes:  July 17, 2018 (FYI)
2. Wastewater option (W&S recommend Option to include Oronoco & Oronoco Estates). Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motion to accept W&S’s recommendation for wastewater including the City of Oronoco and Oronoco Estates, Councilor Carl Krause second; (Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: this is a historic day. The City has been working on it for a lot of years. It has come a long way with the support of the legislature, residents, and committee. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: public input, we did hold several meetings open to the public. 99% of the public chose this plan over going with Rochester. We received support from Oronoco Estates. They have 216 units and are currently adding 30. Councilor Trish Shields asked about the facility location. It will be the Manthy property by Oronoco Estates. There were a lot of stipulations with Rochester limiting our growth and following their wastewater ordinance. Joe: We are sending Rochester a letter thanking them for their efforts, indicating that we would like to keep the option open in the future for flow, mention we plan to further engage Oronoco Estates and servicing them, frame up those items in the letter if it meets the council approval. Motion carried 5-0.
