· Emerald Ash Borer status in Oronoco.
Treatment – 20 minutes per tree, every other year to every third year.
What should we look at as replacement trees? 
Burr Oak Blight – fungus – can kill a tree in 13 years – trees keep leaves in winter. (Red Oak keeps leaves, don't confuse burr and red) 
possibly - Basswood, Burr Oak with large acorn, Hackberry, White Pine, Iron Wood, etc.
Treat 7 of 14 this year, other 7 next year, evaluate thinning and replacing with new trees.
Look at grants for Burr Oak treatment.
· EAB – Oronoco Park – Move to approve treating ash trees at Oronoco park, recommend treating half of the 14 and professionally assess the remaining trees for treatment or removal.  Lance, second Justin-  Motion approved.
· BOB - Move to inventory Oak trees at Oronoco Park for Burr Oak Blight, and develop a management plan for them.  Lance, second Nancy.  Motion approved.
· Tree inventory – Move to inventory tree health in Cowden, Garden, River Park, and Third Ave Parks and develop a management plan for the trees in those parks. Katie, second Trish.  Motion approved.
· River Wood Hills Park – Move to explore turning River Wood Hills Park land over to the River Wood Hills homeowners association.  Katie second Justin.  Motion approved.
· Zumbro Water Trail update – trail association is functioning.  
· Evaluate Oronoco Park gazebo for repair, rebuild, or remove.
· Garden Park – Sign is being modified to match other parks.
· Comprehensive pathway plan needs review.

· Move to request that the city do a feasibility study for paving Allis Park, landscaping, and developing the historical artifact display, spending up to $2,000 dollars.  Katie, second Trish. Motion approved.
· Oyster shell for Bocce ball court approved by council up to $1,000.
· Warming shelter placed at community center on December 11, 2018.  
· Lake bed – DOT land will remain DOT land. Olmsted County has not turned the property over to the city yet, but when they do, it will be about 80 acres.
