III.  APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Add under H. Parks, #4. Feasibility Study and #5. Allis Park DNR Recreation Grant
Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the agenda with the additions under H. Parks & Trails, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.

B. FIRE DEPARTMENT* ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Runs 1 (12/27 Transformer fire)
2. Get approval to lease new Thermal Imaging Camera (TIC) for $1700/yr for 5 years, use equipment funds. (Fire Chief Dan Sundt gave the background. Council discussion on leasing option vs. buying new and what happens after the lease. It is $8,500 new with a 5-year warranty.) Councilor Trish Shields motioned to table for review at next months meeting with more research on the buying option, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; (discussion on budget and what questions Council would like Dan to ask. Directed to ask about the warranty, buy out, and battery cost.) All in favor, motion passed 5-0.

1. Runs: 4; 2 city and 2 township.

D. EOC ~ Pat McGovern, Director 
March 18th is Storm Watch. It is open to the public.

E. PERSONNEL:  
1. Desk/Tables for Council Chambers: (3-60x30) (2- corners) about $1400 plus tax. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to purchase the 5 tables for Council Chamber’s for the $1400 plus tax, Councilor Trish Shields second; current tables will most likely go upstairs. All in favor, motion carried 5-0.
2. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: LMC Legislative Conference in St Paul, February 20th & 21st. $99.00 for registration and $145.00 hotel. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve attendance for the Mayor to attend the conference on February 20th and 21st for a total of $244, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.

1. Resolution 2019-1: Variance for 10 MN Ave S. (There was no quorum. The Public Hearing will be rescheduled.)

H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Katie Dudley, Chair 
1. Oronoco Park ash trees; treat half, assess the rest and treat them next year. The Parks Committee met with Arborists. We decided that we would like to treat the first 7 trees in June and look at the remaining trees. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to treat the first 7 in June, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; (discussion on tree life and if it's worth saving the ones at that location.) Motion carried 4-1, Councilor Carl Krause naye.
2. A professional inspection of burr oak for blithe (Will have Arborists due per contract and will assist. Requires per hour rate, in contract, and a max expenditure). This is just an assessment. Staff will bring back what is in the contract for next month’s meeting.
3. Professional assessment of parks to create a tree management plan. (FYI – on the radar.)
4. Feasibility study for Allis Park: up to $2000. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to proceed with the Allis Park Feasibility Study for Stantec to conduct for parking, display of the tainter gate, and landscaping after. (We need the dollar figures for a DNR Recreation Grant for the grant writing.) Councilor Trish Shields second; (Discussion on time frame. It is in March. Councilor Trish Shields will walk with Joe on the parking. The park is getting a lot of use.) All in favor, motion passed 5-0.
5. CEDA for grant writing. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve CEDA to write the grant for Allis Park, Councilor Carl Krause second; (discussion on cost. Councilor Trish Shields would like to keep the hours down at that hourly rate. We could come back after talking to CEDA and see.) Motion withdrawn and tabled for February.

I. COMMUNITY CENTER
 
J. PUBLIC WORKS 
1. Shop truck. (Discussion: there are several options. Public Works Dan Howard gave the background. Ford is the only one who has a state contract right now. This would be replacing the 96’ Ford. It would be sold. Timeline for getting the new truck is 3-4 months right now. So, it will be after the snow season. Discussion continued about the Budget.) Councilor Trish Shields recommended for Council to review the options, see if we can get anything from Dodge or Chevy at that point, figure out what it would sell for, and bring it back to next month.

L. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Ordinance review. (No quorum, it was not reviewed. A special P&Z meeting is scheduled for next week to review ordinances.)

M. WATER & SEWER*
1. Water Looping. There are 3 parts to it. Easements are still required. (Discussion on alternative routes.) Ryland met with the Investment Group. The owner is still concerned and would like to talk to the zoning chair. That will get set up. Council requested Engineer Joe Palen to put a cost together for a different looping route and have it for next meeting. 

PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS*
1. Wireless Facility Design Guidelines (attorney recommendation). Mayor Ryland Eichhorst gave the background. It is a policy for the future. What we have in our ordinance isn’t much. Small cities like us are doing this. It would protect us. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to adopt the small wireless guideline for the City of Oronoco, Councilor Carl Krause second; discussion on being pushed into it and what the process is to adopt it. Councilor Trish Shields withdraw the motion. Let’s do this the right way. Council will forward this to Planning and Zoning for their February agenda.

IX. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. Tilly’s RV drain field easement. (Joe gave the background on the drainage field and why it is being requested.) The property owner does have due diligence and we would develop an agreement with the terms and conditions. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to pursue temporary easement with Mark Kuehn, Oronoco Enterprises, subject that this easement not be used to enlarge the RV park and all terms and condition determined by the City. This is for what is existing and not expansion. Councilor Carl Krause would like him to pay a fee. There should be a value to using City land. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; discussion continued into fees. Councilor Trish Shields: what about an in-kind exchange for landscaping when it gets turned back over. Like planting trees. Councilor Carl Krause: Mark knew that system was failing when he bought it. Now he expects the taxpayers to bend over for him. Councilor Lori Novak asked about having an agreement in place to enforce him to put it back the way it was and gave a suggestion. He would not have motivation to put it back without cost. If everyone needs extra land, residents could ask the same. Councilor Trish Shields: this agreement should benefit the City somehow. Discussion continued on value, the septic system, and if Council is at least willing to explore it. Councilor Trish Shields amended the motion that Council is willing to discuss it and are open to meeting, absolutely no expansion; Ryland and Joe can meet with him at his convenience, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second. All in favor, motion carried 5-0.
