1. Mayor's Association, April 26-27 in Stillwater, MN. First attendee cost - $90.00; Hotel $109.00 at the Historic Water Street Inn - hotel registration by March 26. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve Mayor Ryland Eichhorst to attend the Mayor’s Association on April 26-27 for $90 and to include the hotel stay of $109, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 4-0.
 
F.  ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS (voice vote)
1. Resolution 2019-3 Approving Designated ROW for DOGR (Downtown Oronoco Gold Rush). Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve Resolution 2019-3 Approving Designated ROW, Councilor Lori Novak second; no discussion. Voice vote all ayes, Resolution 2019-3 approved 4-0.
2. Resolution 2019-5 Outdoor Grant. (Contracted CEDA to complete application for Allis Park.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept Resolution 2019-5 Outdoor Grant, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; no discussion. Voice vote all ayes. Resolution 2019-5 approved 4-0.
3. Resolution 2019-6 Requesting Comprehensive Road & Transit Funding. It is a letter of support that is being discussed at the capital. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve Resolution 2019-6 Requesting Comprehensive Road & Transit Funding and send the letter, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; no discussion. Voice vote all ayes. Resolution 2019-6 approved 4-0.
4. Resolution 2019-7 Conditional Use Permit for Cell Tower. (P&Z recommended approval.) Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve Resolution 2019-7 Conditional Use for a Cell Tower, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; no discussion. Voice vote all ayes. Resolution 2019-7 CUP approved 4-0. 

G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, 
1. Gathering Permit (DOGR). Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve Gold Rush’s Gathering Permit for 2019, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 4-0.
2. Hold Harmless ROW use. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the 2019 Hold Harmless ROW use for DOGR, Councilor Lori Novak; all in favor, motion carried 4-0.

H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Katie Dudley, Chair 
1. Arborists: 2019 rates. One change. They added a new truck. Other rates have not changed from last year. Council reviewed and accepted this year’s rates.
2. Arborists; tree removal estimate $2355. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the tree removal for $2355, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; (small discussion about the trees - These trees are beyond treatment and are marked. We will relook at them before they are removed. This is worst case scenario if the freeze didn’t help.) All in favor, motion carried 4-0
3. Bird Houses: a resident on the Parks Committee is building birdhouses. He has decided that he would like to put them in the City parks. They are random birdhouses for blue jays, owls, etc. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Is he going to clean them? Councilor Trish Shields: we will be careful where they go up. 

I. PUBLIC WORKS 
1. Truck Bids: 2019 Chevy, 2019 Ford, and a 2019 Dodge. (Discussion with Public Works Dan Howard on the trucks. The Chevy is the cheapest bid. He would like the 8-foot box.) Councilor Trish Shields motioned to accept the Chevy bid for $40,987.87, adding $200 for the extra length of the box, totaling $41,187.87; $38,000 will come from the CIP fund and the rest of the amount will come from the sale of the 4-wheeler and truck. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; the one being sold is 23 years old. All in favor, motion carried 4-0.

J. STREETS & ROADS*  
1. Street Striping (March bids) MN Ave & Lake Shady Ave. Engineer Joe Palen went over what is being proposed from the Council’s direction from last year. The cost is a quarter of what it was last fall on a unit price basis. We have excellent prices. The low bid is AAA Striping. We looked at pricing to add a portion of Lake Shady, an additional mile of striping. Township has been contacted as well for that section of the road. Councilor Trish Shields would like to add revisiting the fog line for next month meeting. (No fog line striping for downtown was planned last year due to cost.) Councilor Trish Shields motioned to accept the bids for striping on Minnesota Ave, Lake Shady, and 5th Street, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 4-0. This would be out of the General Fund.
2. Oronoco Park Drive (March bids). Overlay project with a few pothole repairs. SL Contracting was the low bid. This does not include the dirt work along the edge. Discussed getting quotes for just the circle part. Bring that back with quotes. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve SL Contracting to complete the Oronoco Park paving for $22,095.50 from the CIP Fund, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 4-0.
3. Annual street review (Joe, Ryland, and Carl.) Plan for April.

K. PLANNING & ZONING*

L. WATER & SEWER*
1. Water Looping; 
a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Approval for surveying and soil boring on utility easement off of Valley View Rd to Riverwood Hills Park needed for water line installation ($2500). Engineer Joe Palen went over the background. He would like to know where the sanitary sewer is (a 10-foot separation is needed from water) and what the bedrock looks like. These would be potential impacts. This is kind of the next step in the process, it's our second option without the permission from the owners of those two easements. The $2500 is just for the survey and soil boring. Councilor Trish Shields would like to see it on City land instead of running it past a homeowner. Engineer Joe Palen: it would not be the most ideal taking the second option. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve the survey and soil boring, not to exceed $2500; Councilor Trish Shields second. All in favor, motion carried 4-0.
b. Routing estimate $116,907. Wait till we get the results back. (Tabled.)
2. MOU update (FYI). Mayor Ryland Eichhorst did meet with MPCA and a gentleman from the County. They were impressed with the progress that we have made. April 3rd is our next quarterly meeting with the PCA.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS*

X. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. 10 MN Ave; septic. Sandy and Joe met with them after the last council meeting. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: The response from the City will help determine the direction they will go with this property. They are going to have to have a septic system of some sort. Councilor Trish Shields feels strongly against giving any exception. There were no exceptions with water. It’s a great project but it’s an inadequate building. I feel bad for saying that, there are just so many issues with the building itself. I don’t want to encourage exceptions. If they can make it work within the guidelines, then that is great. Engineer Joe Palen: the State of MN would have an issue too, especially if we get the grant dollars. Councilor Lori Novak: could we give them 5 years to recoup the cost? Councilor Trish Shields: are you going to start giving exceptions with every business owner? (Discussion continued with exceptions, the potential ramifications for the City for allowances and how sewer would play into this, what the time frame would look like.) Joe: there is not a system or an ordinance right now. They could do it. There is no exception to give at this point. If I were the owner, I would go with the tanks. The state will tell the City that there will be an ordinance and people will have to connect at that time. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: right now, they would have to work with the County. We can’t give them an exception from the County or from a project that doesn’t exist yet. Staff will contact them.
B. Advanced Building Center; additional building, site improvements, fire hydrant requirement, and landscaping. (Discussion on the fire hydrant.) Councilor Trish Shields motioned to let the owner determine if he needs the hydrant, the City will not force one on him; Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second. All in favor, motion carried 4-0. (Landscaping discussion.) Councilor Trish Shields motioned to ask the developer to plant trees no less than 5 feet in height along 2nd and the property line with the neighbor to the NE, at least 7 trees to be placed in total – include evergreens between the new warehouse building and retention pond. Councilor Lori Novak second; all in favor, motion carried 4-0.

XI. NEW BUSINESS  
A. Larry Mihm – Waive community center rental fee for census training. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to waive the fee should they need the room, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried 4-0.
B. Venture SE MN Diversification Loan Fund: Fund. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst gave the background. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve the letter being sent to Senator Senjem, Councilor Lori Novak second; all in favor, motion carried 4-0.
