Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called the meeting to order at 7 pm.

I. ROLL CALL
Present: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Nancy Quimby, Councilor Lori Novak, Councilor Carl Krause, Engineer Joe Palen, and Deputy Clerk Rebecca McGuire

II. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Addition of a new Water and Sewer member, Joe Kimmes, under L. 8. Water and Sewer.
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept the agenda with the addition, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.

III.   PUBLIC FORUM 
Jan Throndson, owner of the property at 25 Minnesota Ave: I have been before this board many times. There are new members on the board now. It should be 20 feet wide. I had to put chains on my tires. It was icy. The road is not 20 foot as it should be, it was barely 9-foot-wide with my plow. I have a scratched vehicle now. I have addressed this the last 5 years. It’s about time. It should be 30-40 foot across like other platted roads. It is platted. I spoke with the owner, I had to get my chipper here, stuff blew down, it sat there. I’m not getting a sheriff. The other is my hillside. It has dips. You can’t mow it. With that being said, I would like to put a retaining wall in. I would like to abandon that easement. How do I give it back? VFW can’t do anything anymore as well. How do I maintain that hillside? I see people, people are in the right-of-way. I see a lot of things. I did attend a meeting with that property across from me. They want to put in a business, they are all in ROW. They can’t do anything and you want business? For 5 years. I’m perplexed. The road this spring was mud. Why do I have to go through this? 
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Thank you. Appreciate your comment. We have looked at it before with Stantec. We staked out the road. Mr. Throndson: It should be as wide as any other side street. It appears that it was the road to the house that use to be there. I am not asking any more than any other resident. I would like it addressed. If you give the right of way, I’ll cut it back. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Thank you.

E. PERSONNEL / COMMUNITY CENTER 
1. 2018 Audit. Monica Houser from Hawkins and Ash: I’m in charge of the audit. This report touches on major things in 2018. The report that is in the front, this is our most important report, this is our opinion. The opinion was “clean” and that is the best you can get. We just assist the City in preparing the forms. (Ms. Houser then went into the public report.) Overall things are very comparable to 2017. You have a very healthy General Fund balance. Staff was very helpful, and we didn’t have any issues. The staff does a good job. Please contact me if you should have any questions. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: thank you.
2. Copier/printer: Tri-State low bid. It is a contract to purchase with the maintenance agreement. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to purchase the copier from Tri-State for $3292.32 with the agreement, Councilor Lori Novak second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.

F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
1. Resolution 2019-9:  Prairie Island Indian Community Support from City Council. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst explained the background. The resolution had been modified from the original. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve Resolution 2019-9 Prairie Island Indian Community Support, Councilor Trish Shields second; Councilor Carl Krause: what is the plan? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: the plan talked about was housing. They are talking with Pine Island about infrastructure. Councilor Carl Krause: How does this help Oronoco or Pine Island? Why would we want this? It takes it from our tax roll. I was just complaining about this to Pine Island. Councilor Trish Shields: there is no harm to our community. It will be a sovereign nation. It does, however, take from the county as far as land. If they have a casino, it will bring people here. They work in conjunction with communities. Councilor Carl Krause: I disagree with that. We got to furnish them schools and roads. They get plenty of money without us supporting them. They are taking our tax money. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: if approved, it will go to the senators and legislator. They have their own police force but they do work with the county sheriff as well. Voice vote – aye: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Lori Novak. Naye: Councilor Carl Krause and Councilor Nancy Quimby. Resolution 2019-9 approved 3-2.
2. Resolution 2019-10: CUP Auto Detailing. Councilor Carl Krause stated that P&Z recommended it. It is not a high-volume traffic area, we don’t want people calling every day, no paintwork, he does stickers, but most is off-site. It is detailing. Councilor Carl Krause motioned to approve Resolution 2019-10 CUP auto detailing on West Center, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; (discussion - Councilor Trish Shields: we have criteria we have to ask. Andrew Lingl: 1) No. I have no hazardous chemicals at all. I don’t wear a mask for what I do. No hazardous waste. 2) It will not be unsightly. You can see the shop if you really look for it. I stopped the fence in the back yard because a neighbor didn’t agree with the fence. I have the shop and shed in the back. 3) No. 4) No. My new shop is new and looks nice. 5) Drainage is by code. I don’t have water. I will fill up a pail of water if I need it. Nothing is tied into sewage. No employees. 6) Adequate access and plenty of parking. There will be no parking on the street. 7) n/a. 8) Yes. I initially asked for 3 cars a week but if I get 7 to 10, will that be an issue? Councilor Trish Shields: it could become an issue if it would be a regular thing. If the business expands, I image you would have to reprocess. Mr. Lingl: I’m asking to adjust it now. Can it be amended up to 10 cars throughout the week? Councilor Trish Shields friendly amended the motion to include up to ten (10) cars throughout the week, no more than 3 on-site at any one given time including what’s inside, not including personal vehicles and not more than a few days. All of the council in favor of the amendment. Voice vote all ayes. Resolution 2019-10 CUP approved 5-0.
3. Resolution 2019-12 Support of Wastewater Treatment Facility. Engineer Joe Palen gave the background. This is part of the application funding through the 2020 bonding. The resolution supports the application of funding for the project. It is in the application. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve Resolution 2019-12 Support of Wastewater Treatment Facility, Councilor Carl Krause second; voice vote all ayes. Resolution 2019-12 passed 5-0.

H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Katie Dudley, Chair 
1. River Park Trail: Engineering $7, 500, Stabilization $25,000 approx. Engineer Joe Palen met with FEMA and EOC. There is a chance for FEMA money. We are pursuing this item on several fronts but it could take a while. Councilor Trish Shields: do they reimburse? Engineer Joe Palen: you could put yourself at risk for not getting the funds. The permitting process for this is very complicated. Although you’d like to do something now, a part of me says it's reasonable to wait to see if you get funding. (tabled)
2. Gazebo at Oronoco Park: under review. (Tabled)
3. Sidewalks at the Community Center. This is to make it ADA compliant to the playground and swing set. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to accept Creative Concrete for $1250, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; All in favor, motion carried 5-0.
4. Arborist estimate to treat 2 trees at Community Center. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to accept Arborists estimate to treat the two trees with emerald ash bor for $396, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
5. Operation Round Up grant: $2084.40 awarded (FYI, required to benefit Allis Park)

I. PUBLIC WORKS 
 
J. STREETS & ROADS*  
1. Annual street review; seal coat and repairs 5-10-19. Identified 6 areas and a few drainage improvements. We also identified areas to propose seal coat improvements for 2019. (Joe supplied a color coated map and went over the information.) Cost is an estimate. Discussed adding paint on 3rd because the road is narrow. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to pursue getting quotes for all these options listed, Councilor Carl Krause second; fog seal is reasonable to include. All in favor, motion carried 5-0. Joe should have them back for the June meeting.
2. Street signs. It’s an ongoing standard to do so much every year. This is the year for stop signs and no outlet on the east side. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst accepted the bid from Earl Anderson for $1114.95, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
3. Snowplow Bid: received one bid. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept Ottman Excavation for the snowplow bid for 2020 with extras, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.

K. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Code 151 (FYI - public hearing June 13, 2019)
2. OACC Guidelines. A lot of time has been spent on it by many people. Thank you. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the OACC guidelines, Councilor Lori Novak second; it’s a nice add going forward. All in favor, motion carried 5-0.
 
L. WATER & SEWER*
1. Thein Well: $4829.92 gate valve. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept Thein Well for $4829.92 coming from the Water Fund, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
2. Security light at Reservoir. Public Works Dan Howard stated that his son in law is the project manager for Knobelsdorff. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to accept the bid from Knobelsdorff for $2464.05, Councilor Lori Novak second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
3. Phosphorus Credit request to Byron; denied. Engineer Joe Palen gave background on how credits work. We are now pursuing point credits. (Discussed bank repairs in 3 places in the City. 1 bank is privately owned by River Bend. The discussion went into how to generate more phosphorus credits.) 
4. Review Revised Water Distribution Feasibility Report (FYI)
5. Schedule Water Distribution Improvement Public Information Meeting. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to set the Public Informational Meeting for July 10th at 7:00 pm, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
6. Authorize CBS MMB Submittal; $2500.
7. Wastewater Project - Authorization of Preliminary Design Tasks. (Engineer Joe Palen provided a memo to Council and went over a few points in the memo.) we have expended the appropriated 2017 bonding money. We are working with PFA to tap into the 2018 bonding money. PFA wants to take a more conservative approach as of last week and is working to see what they want and develop that plan. PFA will accept the plan you now have in front of you, tasks 1-13. 14 is the water portion of the project. If we choose to move forward, we would need to seek public input. The blue cost total is $4400, that would have to come from City funds. It will take PFA up to two months to execute the agreement. There will be a month that City will carry the cost before getting reimbursement. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve the authorization of pre-design tasks, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0. 
8. New member. Good tech background. Appreciate him stepping into the seat. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept Joe Kimmes as the new Water and Sewer member, Councilor Lori Novak second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
