a. Playground renovations – have estimates ready for July meeting for new wood chips
b. Tainter Gate and 4 water wheels need to be moved to Allis Park – work with Historical Society. Still waiting to hear on grant information 
c. Gazebo renovations - Condition of Gazebo makes community project a risk management issue.  Council recommends removal &/or replacement.  Motion – remove Gazebo at Oronoco Park – Trish, Justin second – approved
d. 7 trees have been treated by Arborist. (FYI) 
e. Bat houses will be going up soon.
V. Garden Park
a. Currently have 2 Garden Plots being used and tilling has been worked out with Beau. (FYI)
b. Nesting boxes are being used by bluebirds and chickadees
VI. River Park
a. Trail still closed. Engineering $7,500, Stabilization $25,000 approx. Council tabled it until next month (FYI) Barricades are at the end of each entrance, an orange fence is located at the river’s edge, and the sand remains on the trail from flooding. This makes sense since the trail is closed, Public Works is not going to clean debris off the trail. Residents are still using the trail, we hope they use caution when doing so. Estimates are still coming in for repairing this trail, waiting for FEMA money information.
b. This may be a possible phosphorus remediation project site for the city sewer project.
c. Pickleball – Rochester has installed pickleball at Cooke Park.  Seems to attract all ages.
d. Lines painted on tennis court this spring – not yet
VII. Caryl Cowden Park
a. Maybe place a pickle ball court here?
VIII. Riverwood Hills Park
a. Renovations of the trails to Riverwood Hills Park will be discussed again with the water looping project. Public Works will continue to groom and control weeds in these areas.
b. Playground renovation – will have estimates ready for placing new timbers around the playground at July’s meeting
IX. Memorial Park
a. Motion – get estimates for new ADA compliant playground equipment sited nearer parking lot and evaluate existing playground equipment for removal. - Katie, Nancy second -  approved
b. T-Ball – will start June 11 (FYI)
IV. Community Center Park
a. Sidewalk will be completed and Dan looking into ADA Accessible options (FYI)
b. Treating 2 Ash trees - completed (FYI)
