CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called the meeting to order at 7 pm

I. ROLL CALL
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Nancy Quimby, Councilor Lori Novak, Councilor Carl Krause, Engineer Joe Palen, Attorney Mike Flaherty, and Deputy Clerk Rebecca McGuire 

II. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Addition: Cost security Agreement under VI. point 5. Councilor Trish Shields motion to accept the agenda with the addition under VI. 5, Councilor Lori Novak second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.

III.   PUBLIC FORUM

Jan Throndson, property owner of 25 MN Ave: I drove here tonight and see that some survey stakes are out there and I want to thank you for, um, moving forward with that. With that, I would also like to remind Council that the notes I gave you back in January 2018 was quality information to all the records. I found that information. I would also like to, I don’t know if you are aware or not, but I would like to make you aware that road has been a road since, I’m 64, I grew up in this town. The City has maintained and done that, State Statute has, I don’t know know if you are aware of State Statues, use of a roadway 6 years or more, it becomes your property. There is no objection. So, in 2001, um, this all, I can guarantee 2001, it went to court, litigation stuff, so it actually could be a roadway, it’s not a right away because it’s been used since I’ve been here, Gold Rush for so many years, the city for it’s egress out of the City and maintain that. So the other thing is, for the council is that I did send a request to the City council that I requested, um, to items to have answered, you have your three minutes thing here and no one can talk and anything back to us and I asked to show me that in the meeting minutes where that was passed by council, in the meeting minutes, they sent me a form back Mayor, they said I had to fill out , I filled everything out, it said 3-4 days  respond to that, I have not received a response. The other request was I asked for, I asked for, I sent a letter, I’m going to bring up my road right-of-way again, in a letter dated September 10th, 2014 from Scott Holmes from Olmsted County, he said that the um, he said the City of Oronoco brought it to the design phase to widen the road in front of mine. I can find no City meeting minutes, from a council meeting that it W & S ever passed to widen that road, do anything with that road. It was very clear, Mr. Pahlen, your city engineer was involved in that and the City. I know that you cannot conduct business unless your in this meeting. I can find nothing in the meeting minutes what so ever, that that bike lane, widening the street or anything else were ever passed by this council. But somebody on the City Council or someone in the city okayed that because I have the letter here, you have the same letter, Mayor, that I give to you from the Olmsted County that the City was involved, in fact, what are you called? Councilor Trish Shields: Vice mayor. Mr. Throndson: Vice-mayor at the meeting said ‘I never saw any plans what so ever, I nknew nothing of this’. As a property owner I was never contacted, never let known, in fact, the road come over my side of the road farther than the other side of the road, they pushed the road widening to my side of the road, which made the hillside more steep. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: your three minutes are past. Appreciate your comments… Mr. Throndson: the thing is I would like that back in writing from the City. Again on the 3 minutes thing, um, it’s hard to explain some, if the City can’t talk to me, if people can’t talk to me, can’t talk to me and discuss stuff with me, I would like to see that in writing, what’s done. I’m gonna sit down now. Councilor Trish Shields: Thank you.

Darren Cafourek, owner of Woody's Auto Body (40 East Center Street): I’m just concern about the public access on East Center Street going down to the river. As we know that’s been flooding, a couple weeks ago. The riverbank has been beat down, not maintenanced, not touched at all for several years. I’m wondering what the plans are? Many years before that, there was a project, nothing happened. A lot of money has been spent around the Lake Shady project. They filled in part of that Lake Shady, that was part of our protection and it’s eliminated, and nothing was rebuilt. Riverbanks have been washed away, chewed up quite a bit, especially after the 2010 major flood, and every year little by little, and the last couple weeks. I’m just concerned on the maintenance. It is running down to a big mud hole back there. Me and my neighbor have been doing all the maintenance except for the riverbanks. That’s more of a major detail to build up without it getting chewed up and washed out. It’s a few concerns of the neighbors. The banks are not what they use to be. A lot of things have changed back there over the years. A lot of money has been spent elsewhere, around up the stream and after the stream. I am wondering if there are plans for the future to do some more rock, rebuild in that DNR access/ public assess. I guess that’s my main concern right now. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: one comment, we will have City Staff research that, with the DNR launch area, to see if DNR has plans. Mr. Cafourek: Some of our protection has been eliminated years ago. Lake Shady, with the dam, was a reserve of protection. Those have been taken away and now it’s just an open free for all. It does a lot of damage. Starting at my property and then further down, it gets worse in spots. It’s a concern downstream and to regulate that better. I know there is other issues, upper levels were hard to deal with at the time. Something has to happen. Thank you. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: appreciate your time.

Dominic Taylor at 110 East Center Street: Good Evening. After listening to the previous, I also have issues and concerns with the DNR access that adjoins my property. I live a little NE of the adjacent property. Not to waste as much time with the flooding protection. When the City first notified me in 2008 of the 100-foot street adjoining my property, I had huge issues and concerns that they wanted to use that property as a river access. I attended that meeting on that Saturday and voiced a few issues and concerns. I then received a notice that the City has an 80-foot street adjoining the properties. They wanted to use it as a river access, I attended that meeting on Saturday with issues and concerns that if you use that land as river access, it also allows the river to access your property. I have issues and will continue to have issues with nuisances and things with the river access adjoining my property. What does the City plan on doing? Again, its the protection of flooding in that area. It was flooding long before the river crested the bank. A concern I brought up when the City first set the 100-foot street and again when they had a 80-foot street. I asked if the City could actually, physically, go down and look what they are describing as an 80-foot street. A street that has never been minimally maintained since I have lived there, to be a street since 1983, since I bought it, and I’m paying for now since 2010. With the current flooding, I could not afford or feel I could afford to replace any of my property. Thank you for your time. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: thank you, sir.

IV. DEPARTMENTS & COMMITTEE REPORTS
A. OCSO ~ Sgt. Rick Carmack
 
B. FIRE DEPARTMENT* ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Runs: 4 (6/29 (flood cleanup), 6/28 (flooding), 6/25 (MVA motorcycle-cancelled en route), 6/23 (tree on fire-cancelled en route)).  Dan reviewed the flooding events. Please thank Pat McGovern for all the things he did for the citizens.
2. Discuss antique fire truck and pumper at the city shop. Dan: Fire Department does not have any room at the hall. At some point, we need to have a discussion to keep the pumper or not. Goal to use the antique truck is for parades and the history of it. It's been painted. We put money into it. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: its been there for 3 years. Running boards are laying under it. Dan: if the City doesn’t want to hold it, we need to figure out where it will go. (Discussion continued of possibilities of what can be done with both. Councilor Carl Krause would like the pumper to be sold. I'm sure the shop could use the space. Discussion continued into the pumpers value. Councilor Carl Krause: if you keep buying, the hall is already full and the shop is getting full of fire hall equipment. Its foolish. Discussed more options). Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Let's continue with discussion but not after 3 years this time.
3. Discuss recent flooding and request guidance from the city on fire department expectations. Dan: At what point should we have an agreeance, with Fire Department all worn out, how long? All of us want to help. We had a few floods but maybe we should have guidelines. Not an answer now, but have a discussion. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: What do surrounding communities do? Pine Island will plastic the home and sandbag, and move onto the next house. Councilor Lori Novak: my other concern, how many other residents know that the Fire Department can help them? Are people thinking it’s a volunteer situation? I wouldn’t know to call the Fire Department. At what point is it back to homeowner responsibility? At what point is the City being nice and it’s resident responsibility? We are a small town where we know people and want to help. Dan: Our communication plan could be better. We had people calling the hall with no one there. We are City funded. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: what can you do? What can you handle? Dan: The fire department can come forward with guidelines based on what we can do, bring it back and discuss a plan. Lessons were learned.
  
C. FIRST RESPONDERS* ~ Chris Inman, 1st Responder Director
1. Runs: 10 total calls 7 city/3 twp(6/3 - MVA, 6/6 - Difficulty Breathing, 6/6 Mutual aid to OFD gas shut off, 6/9 - Medical, 6/22 - MVA, 6/23 - Mutual Aid to OFD Fire, 6/25 - Difficulty Breathing, 6/25 - MVA, 6/27 - Medical, 6/28 - Mutual aid to OFD flood relief). Dan is now assistant director to the first responders for now.

D. EOC ~ Pat McGovern, Director.
Council: thank you, citizens, for help and coming through. And we thank Pat for his hard work. He had surgery that morning and was still out there helping.

E. PERSONNEL / COMMUNITY CENTER: 
1. Set Budget Workshop (August/ Early September). Carl cannot attend Tuesdays. August is well booked. Budget meeting is set for September 5th at 6 pm.
2. Setting of Special Meetings: how there are set. The state process is in the packets. Councilor Carl Krause: I had no trouble with who set it. I think we should be asked about availability first. Not just told. (A few council members stated that they received an email on availability first.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: we need to be diligent about checking emails.

F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
1. Resolution 2019-16 Lot Split (revised). To rescind an earlier resolution. The easement was removed. Councilor Trish Shields motion to accept Resolution 2019-16 revised Lot Split, Councilor Carl Krause second; voice vote all ayes. Resolution 2019-16 approved 5-0.
2. Resolution 2019-17 Accepting OFR Donation (Coolies, T-shirts, and mugs for Gold Rush). Councilor Carl Krause motioned to adopt Resolution 2019-17 Accepting OFR Donation, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; voice vote all ayes. Resolution 2019-17 passed 5-0.
3. Resolution 2019-18 MN PFA Point Source Implementation Grant. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve Resolution 2019-18 MN PFA Point Source Implementation Grant, Councilor Carl Krause second; voice vote all ayes. Resolution 2019-18 passed 5-0.

G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, 
1. Campground Host during Gold Rush; $300. This is the 3rd year this individual will host. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to pay $300 to the campground host during Gold Rush, Councilor Lori Novak second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.

H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Katie Dudley, Chair 
1. River Park Trail: FEMA update. Engineer Joe Palen and Mayor Ryland Eichhorst attended. Engineer Joe Palen: this was for the April /May flood events about the damage to the pathway and river embankment that could potentially be covered. 75% Grant. We pay 25%. In late June/July there was extensive damage in River Park park in addition to the damage to the Lake Shady Ave bridge, and the river restoration project with some of the riffles and stabilization. Those need to be further evaluated and see if there will be state funding. So, we need to decide what repairs with the cost match. The processes are slow and we need to be patient with that. Councilor Trish Shields: will River Park park most likely be closed for the whole summer? Joe: Yes. We would see, or meet, with anyone till August. Their staff is stretched rather thin right now. It’s a slow process. We put ourself at risk if we take an aggressive approach and fix things ourselves. It would be less risky to wait.
2. River Park  
a. Resident request to cut up and take downed trees and limbs. Sign liability forms releasing the City of liability. Engineer Joe Palen: there is a liability. People need to be safe. That person would have to work with Dan. Councilor Trish Shields request that the trees stay local because of the emerald ash bore. Attorney Mike Flaherty stated that you can have a liability waiver. We can make a simple agreement. City staff will make sure that’s arranged.
b. Park Clean-up/Schedule/Plan. Stantec put together estimates. Interest in community clean up with trash and trees? Throw that out there if there would be interest. One estimate is close to $15,000 for tree cleanup. There is a lot of sand piling up. 
3. Wood Chips for playground: $1822. We are not able to use pea rock, we need to use woodchip due to fall risk for children. Starting with Oronoco Park, River Park park when its done, and River Wood Hills park this year. Bid is for Oronoco park with an additional 90 yards. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to purchase woodchips for $1822 for 90 yards, Councilor Nancy Quimby second. (Will get additional bid to finish River Park park or what remains needed. It needs to be specific woodchips for playgrounds.) All in favor, motion carried 5-0.
4. Received Outdoor Recreation Grant $53,000 plan. For Allis Park. 50% of estimated project cost to make it ADA compliant. Parks Committee needs to look at the study, come up with guidelines, and come back to City Staff to get quotes. Councilor Trish Shields: this would minus the flood damage. Would this interfere with each other? Engineer Joe Palen: it depends on what happens with the portage way. They could use staging on the pavement. You can protect it to a point. Councilor Trish Shields: so the ware course payment would be left to last. Joe: They are fairly independent of each other. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: we have 2 years to use the money, so looking at more next year. 

I. PUBLIC WORKS 
 
J. STREETS & ROADS*  
1.  Lake Shady Ave Bridge repair & June 2019 Flood damage repair estimates. Engineer Joe Palen: this is fairly serious. The south side of the bridge washed away and exposed the piling. It's not structural. If that scouring continues back, that’s a bigger issue. What we have is serious, with trees accumulating, restricting flow. What stopped the erosion was the abutment to the old bridge buried under there. (Joe went into what needs to be repaired.) A really rough estimate is 150,000 to 200,000 in damage. It is also hard to get to. Erosion on the river bank will need to be fixed. We need research on state declaration. In the short term, we need to get rid of the trees to prevent what happened to happen again and threating more damage. I did reach out to four contractors for the removal of that material over the next few days. (Joe went into contractor cost and how all of the contractors are very busy at this time to remove the trees but would be interested in the repair work.) Ottman is willing to do work on a time and material basis. It is difficult to get there, you may have to build a road. (Joe then went into what work would be required and equipment needed for the job.) We are not going to get a better response. Unfortunately people are busy and no one is on schedule with the weather we have had. This is an instance that this is an emergency situation. We can't wait till this fall. (Joe recommend we work on a time and material basis and advised Council to be careful looking at it though if you try to go down there. Time is ticking away and Joe began discussing a plan and what motions were needed.) We have to work with DNR. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to have Ottman start the work, for time and material to remove the wood, not to exceed $15,000, Councilor Carl Krause second; (discussed where funding would come from, to have staff look at the funding, maybe the Investment Fund, discussed the upcoming CD, and discussed when road repairs would start.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst friendly amended if funds are not available in Streets, then use the Investment Fund to be reimbursed sometime in the future, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0. Joe: Develop a sketch plan for repair? Councilor Trish Shields motioned for Stantec to go ahead with the plan, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; (discussed cost of about 10-15 grand, use from Investment Fund unless hearing different from City Staff, until it can be repaid.) All in favor, motion carried 5-0. 

K. PLANNING & ZONING*
1.  FLUP: Special Meeting August 22nd at 7:00 pm. This is Future Land Use Planning. We sent invites to several land use owners for feedback.
 
L. WATER & SEWER*
1. Soil Borings & Water Looping
a. Utility Easement Valuation/Offer to resident at 740 Valley View Rd SW. For $1465 fair assessment acquisition. This provides the City access to the waterline. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motion to approve the easement offer for $1465 to 740 Valley View Rd SW, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
2. Design the new WWTP to accept the nitrogen and phosphorous limits associated with accepting regulatory certainty from the MPCA. W&S recommends approval. Joe: there is information on the flyer that MPCA put together that addresses nutrient loading. We have a phosphorous limit. We don’t have a nitrogen limit. Within the next 2-3 permit cycles I’m guessing we will get a limit anyway. Regulatory certainty imposes it today instead of waiting for it, in exchange the PCA will grant it for the next 20 years. We are going through several processes. (Joe went into more detail). It’s a big deal to accept this. We are putting our best foot forward accepting it before we absolutely had to to make sure that water quality is the best. By accepting it upfront it would make us a Class A plant instead of a Class B plant. (Went into detail of what the difference is.) We have talked a lot about this at W&S over the last several meetings. Being a Class A plant operator is harder to find but you have a more highly qualified candidate. A lot of the towns around operate with a Class A. (Discussion on different class operators and difference in pay scale.) It would really look good. The more we can minimize our environmental exposure, is all very important. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to accept the regulator certainty nitrogen limits, Councilor Lori Novak second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
3. Regional WWTP to accept septage from residential properties within Oronoco City Limits. For those that do have to pump septic, it is designed to monitor, receive, for residential properties located in City limits to pump tanks, no commercial, no portapotty, no high strength waste, originating in City limits. W&S seemed interested in accommodating that. A motion was approved by Water and Sewer. This would allow us to design that and answer MPCA’s questions. We are not providing service in A, D, E, and H till 2030. Rochester does this as well. There would be a charge. We do not have a lot of manpower with the amount of City staff we have. Councilor Lori Novak: for Rochester there are only specific companies that are allowed to come in on a pre-checked list, filling out paperwork, camera, it seemed a simple process. It would be making sure that there was piping and a camera, not that someone would need to be there around the clock. Joe: this would be controlled. (discussion on cost and connection and where it gets discharged.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept septage from residential, Councilor Lori Novak second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
 
PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS*
1. ROW Permit for sprinkler system at 1260 Cedar Ave SE. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept the ROW permit for 1260 Cedar Ave SE, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
2. Lion’s Club Temporary Liquor License for Gold Rush Days. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to accept the Lion’s Club Temporary Liquor License, Councilor Lori Novak second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
3. Administrative Fine Committee: to complete Code Book and submit to County and State. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst explained section 10.99. This is to identify fines with each ordinance violation, looking at putting together a small subcommittee, and loading data into a state database so that the Olmsted County Sheriff’s Department can issue that ticket, so they know what fine to assess for the violation. Winona, St. Charles, and other cities have completed this. (Attorney Mike Flaherty explained it in more detailed. The code does not list a fine with the violation, such as burning leaves, it only recognizes two offenses in your code section 10.99, which is a misdemeanor and petty misdemeanor. Right now every offense according to your code is either 90 days in jail or up to a $1000 fine. Most misdemeanors have a citation amount so that the officer may issue the ticket and then that person can pay it online or at court. This database is called a Fine and Bail schedule. For example, that is how a speeding ticket is fined, it’s on the state citation list (Fine and Bail schedule). The DNR and Motor Vehicle departments have a list, along with other departments, and so cities define their own list. You create a list, your Fine and Bail schedule. Staff isn’t comfortable picking the fine for each citation. (Discussion continued about how fines are processed, who has completed the Fine and Bail schedule, the amount of work involved with the database provided by the state, needing a subcommittee to complete this task, examples of some issues the City Staff is seeing working with the Sheriff department on violations, and why this is needed.) Councilor Trish Shields motioned to review this in September for potential committee organization to work over the winter months, get recommendations, and background information in that time period from the Sherriff Department and look at guidelines. I would like to see some of that before we just dive in. Attorney Mike Flaherty: you can use administrative citation right now. Councilor Carl Krause second; (Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: thank you, Mike, for all the information. I think there is something to be said about charging certain ordinances that we think are important. We can discuss that later and what those are.) All in favor, motion carried 5-0.
4. 115 2nd Ave NW  Ordinance violation: gate in ROW. There has been correspondence with the resident. The one side of the gate is on someone else property, it crosses the road, and it is too close to a hydrant. (Discussion on what the process will be.) Attorney Mike Flaherty: the issue is a nuisance issue, code 20.93 follows the process. The 3 letter process is not in the ordinance, it was to give staff direction (set by the former council). Typically staff writes the first letter, you have x amount of days (typically 7, 14, 21 days) to reasonably fix the issue, and if it is not corrected, at that point, it goes to council to be declared a nuisance. You will issue an order to remove the gate, you lay out the resolution/order, lay out the facts and what needs to happen to fix it. You will attach photos and give a timeframe for correction. Then council votes on the order and serve the order. If not corrected, then hire someone to abate it and charge it to the resident. If it isn’t paid, then you assess it to the taxes for unpaid charges. Staff wants the understanding that they can move forward with things like this. Typically (in other cities) staff would go through the whole process. They don’t typically go through Council for every step of the process. The go through the whole process and bring the resolution to you for your consideration. If that’s not what you want done, then...we put it on the agenda to get your approval for me to draft the resolution ordering them to remove the gate. Councilor Carl Krause: Is the gate on City property because Ryland mentioned that it is not on this gentlemen’s property? Attorney Mike Flaherty: the gate is crossing the road. It prevents people from accessing the ROW. The post that holds the gate up, one is on this property and the other (across the street) is on someone elses property. Councilor Trish Shields: the post on the other property sits to close to a fire hydrant. It creates a safety hazard as well for the Fire Department being able to do their job effectively. Councilor Carl Krause: how do we clean up this town for ROW? We got ROW going through buildings. What is the right-of-way? Attorney Mike Flaherty: the idea wasn’t to discuss the actual issue tonight. Part of the process is to allow the property owner a hearing and give him a right to be heard. I’m advising you not to discuss the substance and wait until the hearing in August. Councilor Carl Krause: I’m not even talking about that. I’m talking about the whole town. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: I understand what you're saying but that is not on our agenda tonight. Attorney Mike Flaherty: This is blocking ROW encroachment that blocks street access…normally you don’t do this, you just rip it out, but this case is different because of the history. This is more an FYI. I just need direction, not a formal motion, to follow through. Council consensus was to follow through.
5. Cost Security Agreement in regard to Thompson Doors. This is part of a development agreement. Engineer Joe Palen explained the process. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst went over what the plan is for Thompson Door. They are excited to move on it. He will be following the old OACC guideline. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve Thompson Doors Cost Security Agreement, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.

X. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. 20’ City Proposed Easement. Engineer Joe Palen: there are two memos. First issued July 10th, the last meeting council asked me to take a look at the easement and what we could do as far as tree trimming. We had three documents. Title, certificate of survey from 2001, and a quiet title and finding of fact from 2001. People were assuming that within the judgment that there was an easement to the west of Throndson’s property that he is using for access. The documents hold easements but not that easement. The judgment did indicate stipulations between Oronoco and the plaintiff. We didn’t have a copy of the stipulation. You see the memo on July 10th stating that we don’t see an easement. The mayor met with Mr. Wimmer this week. Mr. Wimmer was able to produce some of the legal proceeding, the quiet title proceeding. I sent out, this morning, that there is an easement that is essentially a 20-foot wide easement, the proposed easement in the certificate survey. It does appear as an easement. Whether it was appropriately done or recorded, it wasn’t evident at this point. Attorney Mike Flaherty: Stipulation is a fancy word for contract, it’s an agreement. There is no easement if nothing is recorded. What it looks like, Joe is right, up to the point, so they intended there be an agreement, our analysis, there was intention of an easement. There were mistakes made. What do we do now? We do a title search to make sure no easement has already been recorded. What you should do, direct staff and the attorney to draft a document to effectuate this easement and bring it back for approval. The same parties do not own the property now. The Wimmer’s are not subject to this but what I understand is that they are agreeable to this. We will bring it back in August to approve it. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: I think if they are willing to give the easement, that will be the easiest way. Stantec went out and staked it, and wrote up the easement agreement. Attorney Mike Flaherty: you have an easement either way. Council is in agreement to move forward. Let’s take care of step number one first, which is recording the easement. Councilor Carl Krause: the barrel has been kicked, we need to take care of the landowner. He keeps coming and coming to meetings. We keep promising. We need to get this done. Attorney Mike Flaherty: there is two separate issues here. First is the easement. You are obligated to fix it. The second step is addressing maintenance, but recording the easement is first. Mr. Throndson: you talk like I’m not here. Why doesn’t the City buy the 30-feet road, the county has it as a road, and pay for it and just be done with this. Attorney Mike Flaherty: first, the City doesn’t own roads. Mr. Throndson. What? Who owns the roads? Attorney Mike Flaherty: private property owners own half the road to the center of the road and the City has an easement over it. (The easement is in place to be able to maintain roads and complete utility work, such as a water lines.) Throndson: I’m getting it from the front and the back. That road had been there forever. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: we didn’t have the documentation. Mr. Throndson: I plow my own road. I dug all this information up, let the records show. I found it all. I went through the leg work. I would like to have a proper roadway. It severs the VFW, Erv, myself, and another. I have been doing this since 2014. Attorney Mike Flaherty: you can have private roadways that a City doesn’t maintain. It’s not a good way to do it, generally, the City has a ROW over the road. First, do a title search to see if it was recorded. The 2nd issue is the maintenance of the road, which is an issue for another day. Engineer Joe Palen: Stantec has staked it and had it surveyed. Mr. Throndson: what was their (Wimmer’s) feelings? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: their concern is the trees to maintain some privacy. We can’t go on private property to trim trees. Mr. Thondson: I brought in my wood chipper last time and took care of the trees, buckthorn, and boxelder. Attorney Mike Flaherty: we will complete a new easement and suggest that title search. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: we will have City Staff complete that. Councilor Carl Krause: I would like this done tonight. It’s time we do something. Attorney Mike Flaherty: I think one more month shouldn't matter to properly complete this. It has to be recorded. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: I left a copy of Stantec’s proposed easement with the Wimmers. Attorney Mike Flaherty: if you want to adopt it, assuming they agree to it, you can approve it tonight and bring it back in August if you want changes. Councilor Lori Novak: what actions need to be taken? Attorney Mike Flaherty: direct City Staff that after the document is signed and notarized, if they agree to it, to have staff record it. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: I think we need to go back and have that discussion with them. I just gave them Stantec’s easement agreement. Attorney Mike Flaherty: bring it back next month.
