CALL TO ORDER

II. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Additions: Fire Department - 2 quotes for repairs, add as B.2 and B.3. True Smoke – peddler permit under New Business.
Councilor Carl Krause motioned to accept the agenda with the additions, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 4-0.

III.   PUBLIC FORUM
John Tilford at 425 MN Ave N: I live here in Oronoco. Everybody knows who I am. I came here one time, I guess I, I... I live in the town. I remodeled the house like the City wanted. 1. RFP’s for Auditor. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motion to approve RFP’s, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried 4-0.
2. RFP’s for Attorney. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve the RFP, Councilor Trish Shields second; discussion on fees and what is requested. All in favor, motion carried 4-0.

F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
1. Resolution 2019-23: Calling for a Public Hearing for Assessment Delinquent Water Bills. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to accept Resolution 2019-23, calling for a public hearing, Councilor Carl Krause second. Voice vote all ayes. Resolution 2019-23 passed 4-0.
2. Ordinance 2019-5: rezone from R1 to B2. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to accept Ordinance 2019-5 rezone, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; (discussion that P&Z recommends approval). Voice vote all aye. Ordinance 2019-5 passed 4-0.
3. Ordinance 2019-6: rezone from B2 to M1. (Discussion on what happened during P&Z).  Council tabled - 60-day rule started.
4. Resolution 2019-24: Designated Polling Place. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve Resolution 2019-24 designated polling place, Councilor Carl Krause second; voice vote all ayes. Resolution 2019-24 passed 5-0.
5. Mobile Food Unit adding to 114 Food Sales: Review for changes before final. Councilor Carl Krause motioned to accept the draft ordinance, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; (discussion on Gold Rush vending). Voice vote all ayes. Passed 5-0.

G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, 

H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Katie Dudley, Chair 
1. River Park Trail/River Park Estimates. Engineer Joe Palen: 2 quotes were received. Several contacts stated that they were too busy and couldn’t submit. Cost is higher than anticipated. We should reject the quotes and push out the date for clean-up. Maybe we can get better quotes and more, especially for those who couldn’t submit. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to reject the two bids, reopen solicitation, and open them on October 25th, 2019. (Discussion on date.) Special City Council meeting set for Monday, October 28th, 2019 at 6 pm at City Hall.
2. Arborists Tree removal. (Dead Oak tree by the Restroom.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst went over both quotes. (Discussion on how/who takes the wood and does the clean-up. Council discussed options with Public Works Dan Howard.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve the Arborists bid for $695 to drop the tree and grind the stump, including the City get bids for the tree and brush, with a fee associated if clean-up is left of a $300 damage deposit, Councilor Carl Krause second; (discussion: Bids will be open to the public for the tree and brush. Councilor Carl Krause feels whoever cuts it will know what the tree is worth. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: let's come up with bid language, it can be cut up after Oct.). All in favor, motion carried 5-0.
The 2nd bid is for the tree off campsite 6. If the rest of the tree decided to fall, it’s a concern. It requires a bucket truck. Councilor Trish Shields feels that those trees should be a part of the bid as well. Council requested to requote it for dropping the tree, with no clean-up. 
3. Trees; Lance went and picked out trees to replace what was cut down. The bid for putting in the trees was negotiated and removed, so the City is putting in the trees. Parks is asking to pay for the variety of trees. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the tree purchase for $1300, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; (all four trees are for Oronoco park). All in favor, motion carried 5-0.
4. Close Riverwood Hills Park for repairs. Started today. (FYI)
5. River Park cleanup October 26th. Will have to check with Denise. There will be no dumpster, asking to just pile it. (FYI)

I. PUBLIC WORKS 
1. Remote mowers. The Mayor and the Public Works Department checked it out. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: The mower is used for slopes our current mower can’t go. All we can do right now is ROW that we hire out to complete. Councilor Carl Krause feels it’s a high priced piece of machinery. It’s a novelty item. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst feels this is great as far as the safety aspect and in preparation for winter. Public Works, Dan: right now we replace one mower every two years. The mowers are on opposite schedules, so a mower is replaced each year. Councilor Nancy Quimby questioned if we have enough ROW to make it worth it. Councilor Carl Krause: in two years there may be more companies coming out with this equipment. It’s a novelty right now. (Discussion continued on its capability and price). Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: we will continue to look and see if other alternatives come down the pike.

L. WATER & SEWER*
1. Regulatory Certainty Agreement. Engineer Joe Palen: we have been talking about this for some time. The last update was that the Environmental City Attorney, Mr. Marks, looked at the agreement. He made comments. We went back and forth with the MPCA. What is in the packet is what we all compromised on. The agreement makes sense for the City. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve the Regulatory Certainty Agreement between the City of Oronoco and the MPCA, to be included with the NPDES discharge permit, Councilor Lori Novak second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
2. Professional Service budget amendment (survey, soil boring, engineering). Engineer Joe Palen: PFA administers the 2.5 million dollar grant the City got through the 2018 bonding bill. They have only allowed us pre-design work, essentially working on the permit phases. In order to advance the project, we need to get into the preliminary and then final design. PFA is taking the approach that they are very systematic in terms of how they are authorizing that money, they are taking the conservative approach. They want to see the NPDES permit go through the public comment period and get approved. With that said, they are willing to allow us to begin some fieldwork and preliminary design work associated with the collection system. That is what is contained within this work plan. They are not allowing even the data collection with the wastewater facility until the permit is complete. (Joe continued to go over what is allowed and what isn’t allowed to be able to move ahead.) On the work plan, I would like to start with 1-10 before the snow and 1.9 is soil boring in ROW. (Discussion of cost of items that are/are not covered.  We have the MNDOT soil borings from them. We won’t replicate what we have access to.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve task one cost plus the two expense items of mileage and survey equipment of $293,896, Councilor Lori Novak second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0. (Discussion on the House Bonding Committee coming on Tuesday to Oronoco.)
3. Draft NPDES permit. This is for the discharge. It goes with the Regulatory Certainty Agreement. Goes out in November in conjunction with the environmental worksheet. So we are looking at the beginning of December for a public meeting. Councilor Carl Krause motioned to accept the NPDES permit with forthcoming changes, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.

Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept the administrative fines for petty misdemeanors of $100 each for Title’s 3, 5, 9, 11, and 13 City Codes, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
2. Gas N Go:  Liquor license and Cigarette License for 2020. Councilor Carl Krause motioned to approve the Liquor License and Cigarette License for Gas N’ Go, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0. 
3. Tilly’s: Liquor License for 2020. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motion to approve Tilly’s Liquor License contingent on an updated insurance policy statement, Councilor Lori Novak second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.

X. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Her request is to waive the new application fee. Councilor Carl Krause motion to give two more days contingent on proof of insurance and to waive the $50 peddler fee, Councilor Trish Shields second; (discussion on food, permit, and insurance). All in favor, motion carried 5-0.
