Call to Order
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called to meeting to order at 6 pm.
Roll Call
Present: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Nancy Quimby, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Lori Novak, City Clerk Sandy Jessen, and Deputy Clerk Rebecca McGuire.
Absent: Councilor Carl Krause.
Budget workshop
· Meter Reader Quote (water fund). City Clerk Sandy Jessen and Public Works Dan Howard explained that our meter reader is no longer supported. This is a must to upgrade. As meters get changed to the new ones, it will read the current meters. $19,820 comes out of Repair and Maintenance in the Water Fund. Yearly fee of $3,120 after the initial first payment. (Discussion on cost, other companies, and current & new meters.) It will be a new handheld and software upgrade.
· Ditch mower (CIP in 425 account). Part of the discussion when council met with Mike Bubany. Waiting on a third quote to come in. (Discussion on differences in the two quotes and how the mower works.) Its good for slopes that are too much of a degree for a person to be riding on. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst brought up sharing with Pine Island and continued discussion on if it would be beneficial. It will come back to council after the 3rd bid is received.
· CIP Changes. (Discussion on parkland fund for the matching grant for Allis Park. Where it would come from and how much.) Parks decided to take it out of the CIP Fund, along with River Park park repairs. (Discussion of what is in the budget and how that works.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst had other questions on the CIP Fund for the water looping and the 2024 Chevy. (Discussion then went to increasing the water fund 3%, what the price would be changed to and why.) It is a requirement from PFA to have the water fund be self-sufficient. The increase is needed. Councilor Trish Shields: we need more users on the system. Councilor Lori Novak: is that what is needed? (Discussion on the budget.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst asked about local government aid. The additional amount is for small cities street aid. (Discussion went into plowing and how employees are divided in the budget, State grant income is the PFA money and is discussed with Joe on what would be drawing, the loan on the second well, property taxes, how the funding accounts work, flood damage and how state aid gets included.) We are $4,000 less than last year for a levy. City Clerk Sandy Jessen has an email into the County for our tax rate. That will be ready before the final December meeting. The CIP was bumped up to $75,000 this year for street repairs.
