CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called the Regular City Council meeting to order at 7:10 pm

I. ROLL CALL
Present: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Nancy Quimby, Councilor Lori Novak, Councilor Carl Krause, Engineer Joe Palen, Attorney Mike Flaherty, and Deputy Clerk Rebecca McGuire.
Absent: None.

II. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve the agenda, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.

III.   PUBLIC FORUM

Ryland Eichhorst at 765 River Park Rd SE: My name is Ryland. I am the Mayor. 

The actions of this council at last month's City Council meeting and previous City Council meetings have prompted me to share some observations, that I would like to bring attention to the Council, as to how we need to conduct business going forward.

Last month's Council meeting was very embarrassing for the City Council, as well as for the general public that was here for the meeting. There are some basic decorum issues that the City Council needs to That of how our meetings are to be conducted. We have all attended LMC training classes where we were shown videos on how to conduct Council meetings and how Not to conduct Council meetings – last month’s meeting was one of those ‘How not to conduct’ council meetings with shouting and talking over each other. 

Going forward let’s remind ourselves that we are to respect each other’s comments, not to raise our voices, talk over each other or have side-bar comments amongst council members. As a reminder, we also need to make sure we do not bring personal agendas to the Council meetings. We are elected officials and we need to be professional and courteous at our meetings, although that is a challenge, we need to keep this at the forefront of our discussions. 

We also need to respect our City Staff, City Engineer, Public Works and our Attorney during City Council meetings, as well as outside Council meetings. IF you have questions or need clarification on an agenda topic prior to a council meeting, please contact or call City Staff with your questions. This will aid in having effective meetings and not have to go into a lot of detail, that could have been answered by contacting City Staff for clarification or background on a specific agenda item. They are there for us to use as a reference.

As a City Council member, we are elected to direct and adhere to the enforcement of ordinances, as well as, to protect and provide for the general welfare of the City and its residents.

Going forward, I will take the liberty to use a gavel, at the appropriate times to close a meeting, to interrupt unacceptable behavior by Council members or to stop inappropriate comments during the Public Forum. Thank you for letting me share my comments.

Mayor Ryland Eichhorst closed Public Forum after the third call at 7:12 pm.

A. OCSO ~ Sgt. Rick Carmack
  
B. FIRE DEPARTMENT* ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Runs: 4 (1/10 (fire alarm cancelled), 1/1 (lift assist), 12/21 (smoke alarms going off), 12/21 (lift assist))
2.  Storm Spotter Training Monday 3/9/2020 @ 6:30 PM at the Rochester Event Center. This is open to the public. It is a great educational opportunity.
3. Gambling City Percentage:
Pat McGovern: I am the gambling manager of the Oronoco Fire Relief. I talked to you last month. I think in your work packet, there is an email questioning the 95%. That was quoted to me by the Gambling Control Board in July. It is incorrect, it is not 95% but it is 88% of the municipalities in Minnesota. Minnesota does not take from the Fire Relief when the Fire Relief is running the gambling within their city. That came directly from the Gambling Control Board. Our compliance officer is Matt Elsen. If you are wondering why we like those funds, or why we would like to be in control of those funds, it is because I am not sure that you know that we make a lot of donations besides the City of Oronoco. (Pat went over the list of those they have donated to over the last 8 years to Pine Island and surrounding organizations.) Every year we donate to the Oronoco fireworks, this year we have tabled that request. We also fund the Fire Prevention Night for Oronoco, providing the food and prizes. (Pat continued to go through a list of other organizations and fundraisers they have contributed to.) We give money to the City of Oronoco in hopes to buy equipment and trucks, that type of thing. That is why I am asking that the City not take that 10%. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: right now we have an ordinance, it is 130.007 that identifies our contributions to net profits and how that is administered. The 10% is per ordinance. (Mayor Ryland Eichhorst read City Code 130.007). My understanding is that the contribution has gone to the parks on the City side. If council decides to discontinue this or change the percentage, we would have to change the ordinance. Councilor Carl Krause would like to see that ordinance changed for the Fire Department. They have a hard time getting numbers the way it is. They need more members. They raise the money that they donate to people. The firemen don’t benefit from this. Pat: we are not allowed to benefit personally or our retirement from these funds. So, it all goes back to the community. The reason we would like to see those funds is because we would like to decide where the funds go. Where are they given, where do our donations go? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: right now the funds benefit the community. It would benefit the community going to the Fire Department or the City Parks. We could go through the process to change the ordinance but I feel it is going for personal cause right now. Councilor Carl Krause motioned to change the ordinance. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: to what? Councilor Carl Krause: so the Fire Department don’t have to pay the 10% to the City. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: eliminate the ordinance or percent? Your motioning to change the ordinance. Is there a second? Councilor Lori Novak feels it is unclear. What are we voting on? Councilor Carl Krause: so the Fire Department don’t pay the 10%. Councilor Lori Novak: it is still unclear. How do you want it amended? What do you want the ordinance to say? Councilor Carl Krause: so they don’t have to pay the 10%.  Attorney Mike Flaherty: that’s a good point. I agree with you, Councilperson Novak. This came up last month. Last month there was a motion to send a letter and I thought to myself, send a letter saying what? What do you want me to write? You can state it this way, make a motion to direct the City Attorney to investigate amendments to the ordinance that would not force the Fire Department to contribute the 10% to the city. We might be appealing the whole ordinance and not replace it. It might be a matter of amendment in changing the language. You have a third option to change the percentage. We looked at this last month. I would have to bring you back the ordinance and it would be voted on at a later time. Councilor Trish Shields: we need to be clear that this is the Fire Relief Association. It is not the Fire Department. Attorney Mike Flaherty: that is correct. They are not a wing of the City. They are a separate entity. It is not like the Police Department. Just direct Sandy and me to investigate eliminating the 10% requirement and we will bring the ordinance back. Rebecca McGuire, Deputy City Clerk: my question is, the 10% is all-encompassing if you remove the 10% you remove it from all other entities as well. So, it is something to think about moving forward. Other organizations will come in and request that they shouldn’t have to pay the 10% as well. You may want to be specific in your wording. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: that is something to look at. Attorney Mike Flaherty: nothing is official till you adopt it. I could see if we can even draft it that way, one for just the Fire Relief and/or one for all charitable gambling. Do you have other charitable gambling? Rebecca: not at this moment. Attorney Mike Flaherty: but in the future, you could and that is your point. Rebecca: yes. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Do we have a clear wording of the motion? Attorney Mike Flaherty: yes, you are directing the attorney and staff to bring back a proposed ordinance for consideration. That is all you have to say. We can’t do it without an ordinance, and you have to publish it anyway, so you can’t do it tonight. There was no second. Councilor Lori Novak: I will second to have our City Attorney to draft an amendment or reword to come back. (Discussion: Councilor Trish Shields: I am aware that the City has been paying for the Actuarial Report for gambling. It is very expensive. Are you going to be paying for everything moving forward if the City doesn’t take the 10%, are you paying for the report? Pat: That report has nothing to do with me. It has nothing to do with Gambling. Councilor Trish Shields: I guess that I don’t feel that 10% is that much. It is in the 4 to 5 thousand dollar range per year. Out of $57,000, that is really not that much. Councilor Carl Krause: they can’t gain nothin, they are just asking for the power to distribute. Councilor Trish Shields: we as Council Members can donate that money back at budget time. We can choose where that goes every single year at budget time. We are not locked into something, is what I am trying to say. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: we are not donating, we are just reallocating it.  Councilor Trish Shields: the next budge session we can allocate it to the Fire Department or other entities that need it. Councilor Carl Krause: the Fire Department works hard for that. Being on the committee for the Fire Department, they went through some turmoil all summer. Councilor Trish Shields: I suspect that that turmoil is what is prompting this request. Pat: When I became the Gambling control manager, and the person giving the class stated that 95% of the cities in Minnesota don’t collect that 10$ from their firefighters, their departments, so Fire Relief. That’s what precipitated this question for me. It also made me wonder if you knew you were taking 10%. Did you know the City takes 10%? That is what I am asking the Council members. Councilor Trish Shields: as a Council member I did not know that. Pat: Did you know that we make donations to the city every year? For non-fire? Councilor Trish Shields: yes, I am aware. Pat: so, part of this for me is education on your part. Did you know what we are doing? Did you know we make all these donations? That is also part of Fire Relief Gambling that we do. That is why I am here. It is not because of anything else. Councilor Trish Shields: fair enough. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: if we were to pursue the change in ordinance, would you take that opportunity to extend donations to more people then? Is that your plan? Pat: it would be donated to more people. Correct. But right now we tabled all our donations for the last two months because of problems we have had with gambling before. Our first priority is to pay the IRS, not the IRS, actually, it is the MN Revenue. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: would the 10% go toward that? Pat: no, the bill has been paid. We did it in three installments and the last bill was sent in last Thursday. The last portion. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: good comments. Thank you. All in favor to draft an ordinance? Aye: Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Nancy Quimby, Councilor Lori Novak, and Councilor Carl Krause. Naye: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst. Motion approved 4-1.

E. PERSONNEL / COMMUNITY CENTER: 
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Moving the office upstairs: review and timeline. We have had discussion about moving the office over the past year in Personnel. The City has made provisions for outlets, along with new wiring, and provisions for phone/internet to interface the upstairs to the current office. It has new ac and a new ceiling. Personnel is bringing the issue back of moving the office upstairs and having a discussion about a possible timeline for doing that. Councilor Carl Krause: what about handicap? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: that is a good question. Part of that, we are looking lifts, stairway lifts. I think that’s a win-win, which would benefit the History Center as well. The History Center could use the lift and it would be more accessible to more people as well as aid those to reach the new office upstairs. Public Works is getting quotes for a stairway ramp, which would go on the inside railing, and getting more background and information on that. That’s in the range of…? Dan Howard, Public Works:  $11,000 to $16,000. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: good, we will gather more information. We also think there is an opportunity for Operation Round-Up and CEDA grants for a lift to help with accessibility. For a timeframe, we are looking in 4-5 months in timeframe, before the busy summer months but after elections. We were looking at keeping the current office, where it is at right now, for potentially a utility clerk in the future if we get wastewater funding. Our Parks and Trails Committee meets up there, as well as OPAC (Olmsted Planning Advisory Commission), they meet periodically. Those meetings could relocate to different meeting rooms down here, or they could switch nights, or we could consider partitioning the big office up there. There is a meeting room in the one half of it, so it could provide a meeting room. Parks has about 5-6 members. They wouldn’t need a large area up there. This brings you up to date, for discussion, on what has been done and what we are proposing. Councilor Carl Krause: I would like to have the Attorney look at it to make sure we are handicap accessible. Attorney Mike Flaherty: generally, that would be a question for your building official because those are in your State building codes. I don’t make opinions of the State Building Code. He has a certificate of license. Then you would have to get it inspected. I think the State would inspect it? You would send your plans and get approval just like any other building permit process. If you are getting a quote from a reputable contractor, they are not going to propose something non-compliant. Someone should look at that, but not me. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: our Building Inspector has looked at it. If we expand the current office North, this floor would have to be ADA compliant, our restrooms, doors, everything. Same with expanding the current office east. Attorney Mike Flaherty: right now, you are not required? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: correct. It would be required remodeling, moving forward. That is why we are looking into this upstairs office where we have already put the money into fixing it up. Councilor Carl Krause: what about moving the wall that way (indicating east)? Councilor Nancy Quimby: move the wall that way (indicating North). Then people would come in and do their business like normal. Rebecca: it would be a lot more expensive and it would be bringing the bathrooms up to ADA compliance. We are talking a lot more money than buying an $11,000 stairlift when the office upstairs is complete. Also, if we were to move upstairs it would alleviate the ADA costs right now. This would also benefit the History Center. This would be a less expensive route. Councilor Carl Krause: what is it going to cost to move it? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: well, we have been going through general discussion. Does anyone else have comments? This is more for general discussion to see if we want to move forward with this. Councilor Trish Shields: I have not been a big proponent of the office going upstairs. Mainly for the public. I understand they need more space and I agree that they need more space. We have looked at, or at least considered, adding on to the shop building. I don’t know where that’s at but there has been a lot of discussions. Councilor Carl Krause: has anyone looked at or got a price to more the wall this way 10 feet or something? I think that’s a good option. Councilor Trish Shields: I don’t think so. Rebecca: the only thing to consider with that, is that you are removing the capacity... Councilor Carl Krause: just a second Patrice, we are talking here. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: be respectful please. Councilor Carl Krause: what, I am. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: why don’t you go ahead and finish your comment. Councilor Carl Krause: well, she has a three-minute comment before the meeting. This is a COUNCIL meeting. But anyhow, we get an estimate if we got to come up to ADA, or whatever, let’s get a price so we got apples, and apples, and apples so we can weigh. Maybe we come up with something else. We can come out 10 feet this way. We could put a door there. Who knows what it is going to cost. Councilor Lori Novak: so… what’s the, are any of the bathrooms ADA compliant now? So basically, we are avoiding making any ADA compliant bathrooms by moving the office upstairs. That is what I am hearing. You’re saying that we won’t deal with this, so…? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: that is one aspect, but the other is that we invested money to fix that room upstairs with the ceiling, the air conditioning… Councilor Lori Novak: for what intention? What? I have never even been up there. So, was the intention of fixing the room up…like what did that come from? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: we discussed this a year or so ago when we made these changes. It was to be considered for an office space. So, we went around and around and decided not to do anything yet. Now it is getting closer to our wastewater project. May 18th is when we find out if we get funding. So, there will be a need for a utility clerk and to have more space. Some of us thought the most efficient way to do that is to put in a lift like we are talking about, so it is handicap accessible for upstairs vs. new construction. Yes, it would be nice to be ADA compliant, but we are also looking at the cost for the City at what we can do to get extra space without having to spend extra money. Councilor Lori Novak: so, we don’t know what the cost would be for ADA compliance? Councilor Trish Shields: I want to address a couple of things. It is my understanding that ADA complaint figure is based on what we spend to do the work. So, let’s say we spend $10,000 to move the wall, it is my understanding, I could be wrong, but it is my understanding that we also have to spend a percentage going toward ADA compliance. It is not my understanding that we have to entirely do compliance. Going back a little bit, a year ago this was brought up with personnel, it was then brought to council and council voted it down. And so now it has been brought back up again. And the work that was done on the room upstairs, that work needed to be done years ago. So, now it’s done. And yes, I understand it was done for the benefit of the office staff but myself, personally, I feel like I would like to see… well, one of the concerns of the office staff is security. They don’t want to be sitting ducks; they have no safety. There isn’t safety glass. They are sitting ducks. There is no safety glass, there is nothing. People see them from the outside. And from out here. There is no reflective, so, if someone wants to walk up to the window and take a shot, because of whatever, they certainly could. They do need safety; I get that part. I think there are cheaper ways to do it. If we need a utility clerk, at that point, I think we partition a space off up there or in the basement. A utility clerk isn’t going to need to be seen by the public, not like our staff is. That is my main reason and I also happen to be claustrophobic. The last place I want to go is that basement. But to be honest, I think there are better ways to do it and do it more cost-efficiently and I don’t disagree that we need some changes, I just think we need to look at… you know, one of the things we need to look at is that the building inspector wants to come in and have access to files, and this and that, and the other. Those files could be put somewhere else and be looked at. And I know the girls look at them pretty regularly. I just think there is a better way and I don’t think we are exploring all options at this point. I’m done. Sorry. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: one aspect of the safety is that several current public offices in the area have bulletproof glass for doors and windows, but the other thing the upstairs office would give them is two exits. The current office has one, so being upstairs provides that extra safety. (Council discussed where all the doors were.) Councilor Lori Novak: that doesn’t change the amount of exits we currently have. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to have our City Engineer look at different proposals of the cost of expanding North as one option, bringing the community center 10-15 feet as option two, and also moving the office out to the east as option three, and then what it would take to have the office upstairs and make one side a meeting area. Joe: so, you are proposing or requesting an architect come down, we do this type of work. We have gentlemen that are good at this remodel type of work. Do you want to meet with staff, or…? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: that’s a good question. When you start talking about architects, you start talking about cost. Joe: we do. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: all I see are dollar signs. I think before we start spending any money, I think a basic proposal of what it would cost for an architect to put together a plan. Councilor Nancy Quimby: yes. Joe: like a feasibility report? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: yes, like a feasibility report. It’s a minimal modest investment but at the same time, we need to have some type of understanding of cost. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Dan, do you have any comments? Dan: just direct me on which way you want me to go. Councilor Carl Krause: I’d like to know about handicap. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Trish was right, there is a percent towards ADA, whatever we spend on this level. Councilor Carl Krause: what I am saying is that we should still look into the handicap of our bathrooms. Councilor Trish Shields: no matter if we go up or down, I think we should, it should be pursued at some near point, yes. Councilor Trish Shields second the motion. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: what drove the point home for me, I think I have mentioned this before, is that our building inspector comes in with these big long engineering drawings and he has to get down on the floor and spread them out. At the same time, he is having conversations with Rebecca and/or Sandy about issues or questions about the drawings or prints. Whether it is a plat map or building map, it doesn’t seem right to have the building inspector put plans on the floor. Councilor Carl Krause: he can come in here and put them on the table. Councilor Lori Novak: that is what I was thinking. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: he could do that, but he is working with staff… Councilor Lori Novak: there is more space. Councilor Trish Shields: if there was a door there, it would create the opportunity for use of this space. It really doesn’t get used at all. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: yes, we have rentals. A lot of rentals. Councilor Trish Shields: A lock works really well. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: I was talking about the fact that it would take the space away from our rentals. During Christmas there are tables from one end to the other. Councilor Trish Shields: we don’t rent that often. Councilor Nancy Quimby: we have rented and we don’t use the whole space. Councilor Trish Shields: yah.  I’m not feeling that is something to be concerned about. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: There is a need to have the space. All in favor, motion carried 5-0.

F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
1.  Resolution 2020-1 $6000 Watershed donation. (Mayor Ryland Eichhorst gave the background.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept Resolution 2020-1 for the $6000 Watershed donation, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; voice vote all ayes. Resolution 2020-1 passed 5-0.

1. Fitzgerald Final Pay Request $80,327.12: Lake Shady Ave Bridge. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the final payment to Fitzgerald for $80,327.12, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; (Joe: the work is complete. I am currently working with Sandy for documentation to have it submitted for reimbursement.) All in favor, motion carried 5-0.

PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS* 
A. Schad Tracy: property inquiry (P&Z recommends pursuing). Councilor Trish Shields: this is where the old city shop sat. This includes the parcels directly east and north. They are inquiring about possible purchase of the three lots. I am not sure about the use yet. They mentioned storage. The company has been here a long time. P&Z felt it was a good fit and a great place to start. They will be following the process. Attorney Mike Flaherty: please direct City staff to look into or pursue a purchase agreement. (He continued to go over the typical process for selling land.) Councilor Lori Novak asked if we have to give everyone a fair chance, that it is for sale? Attorney Mike Flaherty: you are talking about competitive bidding and it doesn’t apply to land sales. You don’t have to legally do it, but you could put it out for a better price. You just want to make sure you get a good fair market value.  You could get an appraisal. I wouldn’t discuss the price openly; I would close the meeting down for that. You just want to follow the proper procedure. I would think about a purchase agreement to have some control over what is built there. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: this property could have value in two or three years with sewer possibly coming in. Councilor Carl Krause mentioned that Schad Tracy is under new ownership and the City doesn’t know him or how he operates business. (Discussed zoning and future land use.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: should we direct staff to work with the attorney? Councilor Carl Krause motioned to table it until we find out what happens with sewer in May, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; (someone can have a discussion with him to find out his plan.) All in favor, motion carried 5-0.
B. Stump removal only ($25). (Discussion of what the resident is specifically asking for.) Councilor Trish Shields motioned to allow the stump to be sold to said resident for $25, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.

X. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. 115 2nd Ave NW: curb stop. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst in your packet, you received a letter from Joe as a response from Stantec, from the last meeting. There was a lot of background information. Councilor Trish Shields: I was personally unaware of some of the things that have taken place. I was not aware that the police department had to be called to alleviate some issues. It was the owner's request, that was not something Stantec had decided for him (referring to the placement of the curb stop). I personally apologize to you Joe and the organization. I think Stantec has been taking the blame for this, I think this letter shows the credibility of the company and what they would do to make the situation be resolved. I think we need to think about this. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: this information has been in our packet, these points Trish had. At the last meeting, it seems that we were leaning toward moving the curb stop closer to his property. With Stantec's response, they have offered money to be used to rectify the matter permanently as to how the Council deems is appropriate. Councilor Carl Krause motioned to move the curb stop. I am sure there was a lot of temper flying around. The curb stop has been placed where it was in City right away. I believe there were cops called and tempers going. Councilor Trish Shields: Joe wasn’t personally involved. Councilor Lori Novak second. Councilor Trish Shields: I agree with moving it but who is paying for that? Even though Stantec has stepped up, it is not fair to put it all on Stantec. This cost should be shared. The City is culpable to some point in regard that it has gone this far. Unfortunately. Previous council members, they didn’t stop this action from taking place, therefore we are sitting here now. Councilor Carl Krause: what is this going to cost to move it across the road? Engineer Joe Palen:  moving it across the street is $2600 -$3000. Councilor Trish Shields: I would suggest a three-way split of cost. (Councilor Carl Krause invited Mr. Nelson up so he could hear better.) Joe: it is $2600 including the road; it is just an estimate. We need to find a contractor to complete it. It is the south side of the road. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: option 2 is moving it to its original position, which is further north. Could we move it to the grass? We would have to be on that ROW line and be out of Mr. Nelson's property. Option 2 is $5800. Joe: I know there is rock there. We are just not sure how deep it is. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: option three is off the table. It is on personal property and to run the line from the stop to the house is off the table. We cannot go on personal property. Councilor Nancy Quimby suggested to wait until sewer comes in and do it all once. Engineer Joe Palen: it is an option. (Joe went over the process of how the line was put in and what would need to be done to add in the sewer line.) We would know more by May 18th. Councilor Lori Novak: would anything get done between now and then anyway? I mean, it’s too cold anyway, so. Councilor Trish Shields: I like the idea to disturb once, but then the resident is paying water and sewer at once. Engineer Joe Palen: he already had the water assessment. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: it could be ten months or a year before we could get to him to run a line if sewer comes in. Councilor Trish Shields: one thing we could do is table it till May, then we would know if we get the funding. Bring it back to June. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: we could go ahead and take care of this now, or in spring, using Stantec’s money and WAC / SAC fund. We pay for it now and ask for bids, for the one trench, for both lines. It is up to Mr. Nelson to connect, but from the City perspective then we have met our obligation. Councilor Carl Krause motioned to use Stantec money and WAC / SAC funds to move the curb stop. (Attorney Mike Flaherty: if you can’t do it anyway right now, you need to put it out for bid. Then you would have an exact cost.) Councilor Carl Krause motioned to amend the first motion to have Stantec put it out for bid, to move the line (for water and sewer) to the agreed place beyond the gravel, Councilor Lori Novak second all motions; then at that time we should honor Stantec’s release of all claims. (Discussion of what to do with the current curb stop. Engineer Joe Palen would like it left because it could serve the property to the east when it develops.) All in favor, motion carried 5-0.
B. Vintage Road; trailer (P&Z recommends extension to May 15th). Councilor Trish Shields: We (P&Z) had two motions, one to remove the trailer and another to remove all debris. Attorney Mike Flaherty: I think that is an appropriate recommendation. I think it is appropriate to send the letter to enforce that. I would change the date to the 13th to have time to address it at the May City Council meeting. It would outline the enforcement if he doesn’t comply. We should look at the property before, around the end of April, then again before the meeting, and be completely ready for the Council meeting. May 1st we should send another letter, it should go out that it will be on the agenda and what happens if it is still noncompliant. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to direct staff and our attorney to work together to do as he just said. Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: thank you for writing the letter, it was very detailed. Mike: I am not going to do that every time, it is just that it has been 5 years of this and that.
