Call to Order
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called the virtual meeting to order at 4:30 pm
Roll Call
Present: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Carl Krause, City Clerk Jerilyn Horton-Richter, and Deputy Clerk Rebecca McGuire. Virtual presence: Councilor Lori Novak, Councilor Nancy Quimby, and Olmsted County Assessor’s Kathy Frette and Julie Hackman. 
Absent: None
Appeal(s)
Tom Jansen at 25 - 9th Ave NW, Oronoco:
Mr. Jansen wrote a letter to the Oronoco City Council and contacted the Olmsted County Assessor’s Office. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst read Mr. Jansen’s handwritten letter to the Council regarding his appraised value. He stated in the letter to consider that the property does not have city water or sewer and that it is a 45-year-old manufacturer home. County Assessor Kathy Frette spoke with Mr. Jansen Thursday of last week about the manufacturer home being older. She is proposing $160,000 payable 2021. It was at $150,000 for 2020. She increased appraisal to be in line with the current market. 
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst made a motion to leave the appraisal amount County set at $160,000 payable 2021, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.


Councilor Trish Shields stepped down from the Council to address her property. 
County Assessor Kathy Frette stated that Ms. Shields emailed her due to the continued decline of her property. Ms. Shields addressed her deteriorating shingles, the roof falling in, along with having several leaks, the condition of the siding, and that she has black mold. She asked the County Assessors to please revisit the increase in property value and that she would be happy to send pictures of the proof. County Assessor Kathy Frette stated the value currently is at $108,200.00 payable 2021. Her value is within range and accurate for the market. She is still valued the lowest in the area. Ms. Shields stated that her property needs well over $100,000 in repairs, the place is falling down. She feels her property continues to jump up in value yet there has been no repairs or remodel and believes that Carl wouldn’t even buy it.
Councilor Carl Krause feels it’s worth what the County is saying, it’s appropriate and fairly assessed. 
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst made a motion to set a value of $105,000, which is a compromised amount. (The Council and Assessor’s discussed lot size, what the value breakdown is, condition of property, past values, what the amount was when the property was purchased, previous decreases at the homeowner’s request, and the current market value.) Motion died for lack of second.
Councilor Carl Krause motioned to leave the assessed value at $108,200 payable 2021, Councilor Lori Novak second; Councilor Trish Shields abstains. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Carl Krause, Councilor Lori Novak, and Councilor Nancy Quimby in favor. Motion passed 4-0.

Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to adjourn at 5:03 pm, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried 5-0.
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
