	 Public Hearing for Variance at 520 6th St SE

30 x 50 structure @ 23’ high
	Nathan Hartung – Contractor
Explained project.  Looking for variance so business truck will fit in garage and pitch matches existing structures.  From street level, garage will only show 8’6” above.  Meets all current city requirements except height (7’ higher)

Bob Decklever – public comment:
Project does not meet covenants and should not be built unless meets the covenants for the development.

Breider – comments on covenants and the enforcement is responsibility of the developer/HOA.   The city is not able to enforce.

Stan Elwood – public comment:
Does not want the accessory building based on view from his home and the precedent it will set.  Told that any accessory building would need to be limited in size when bought his home.  Also concerned with gravel drive and throwing of rocks when mowing, along with the business already expanding into a snow removal business.

Breider – Explained CUP was passed in August of 2014 and that the hearing was only to decide if a variance should be granted for the height.

Stan Elwood – public comment:  Thought the meeting was to deny building of structure.  Never received a mailing for CUP or would have been at the meeting.  Thinks City needs to investigate while no mailings were sent.

756 River Park Rd SE - Ryland Eichhorst – Ryland contacted Steve/Shelley Jech, the architectural control committee, who shared that thye had not seen plans for this project.  Ryland  explained that the building was 30 feet x 50 feet (1,500 sq ft) and they both said that was bigger than the covenants 1000 sq ft max limit. Steve had told the Heng's one year ago that if they build a garage, they would have to see the plans for their approval.   They said that they would not approve of such a large building anyway. Presented a document from counsel packet (P&Z did not have) from Steve Jech indicating the garage should be denied based on it being to large and not meeting covenants.

Nathan Hartung – Plans were given to Shelley Jech and she approved after changes were made to increase pitch and match siding of house.  Nathan indicated that he has emails from Shelly approving the project.

756 River Park Rd SE - Ryland Eichhorst
In order to meet the overall 16 ft high peak of the ordinance and match the roof slope 8/12 of the home, the building could be approximately 18 ft wide with a 9ft ceiling.

Zasadney – We have approved things in the past with landscaping and buffers.  Could plant some shrubs and large trees.

Breider – The Riverpark neighbors need to figure out how they are going to manage covenants.  This was emphasized at CUP in August of 2014 also.

General consensus was that Jech needs to enforce covenants and based on current confusion with neighbors, table the variance until he rules on project.
