Call to Order: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called the meeting to order at 5:45 pm.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Roll Call: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Nancy Quimby, Councilor Trish Shields, and Clerk Sandy Jessen. Councilor Carl Krause arrived at 6:05 pm.
Gathering Permit: 5k Gold Rush race.
Traffic Control (at intersections): Volunteers
Security: Volunteers
Parking: Residents must find their own place to park for the event.
Discussion: a review of map route, Councilor Trish Shields: they should use 5th then go down 2nd to stay off more of MN Ave. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: there is a hill at Timberline they want to avoid. Councilor Trish Shields: there are other hills they will be using. Down by Discount Auto, there is a dangerous area, the visibility is not good. The vendors come from Rochester and come down MN Ave, the runners going south, they run against traffic; unless the south lane is closed. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: they spread out and along the shoulder and cones will separate the runners from traffic. Councilor Trish Shields: there are both vendors and buyers coming in, the visibility is bad at the corner.  Have they looked at the route? Or looked at a map? We don’t want to prevent buyers and vendors coming in. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: the plan is for racers to pick up packets at 7 am and race at 8 am. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: if they are taking the responsibility and liability. They are putting on the race and if you don’t like the route you don’t have to run it.  As long as the City is covered; the liability is covered. It is the first time and we will learn a lot. They have experience. Send them information on the concerns of the corner. It is a low visibility location and should have flaggers there.  Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept the gathering permit and proposed route and encourage adequate volunteers along MN Ave due to safety concerns, Councilor Trish Shields second; discussion: the route is dangerous. This isn’t their first time doing it. Councilor Carl Krause: if we think it’s dangerous we shouldn’t be doing it. I don’t want to see anyone hurt, the City won't have anything to do with it.  All in favor, motion carried. 
MN Dot sign:
(Resolution 17-22 passed Oct. 2017 for the sign.)
Discussion: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: the welcome sign back in October, the resolution for the permit, was agreed and the location is included. They (MN DOT) want a stamped notarized copy. Councilor Trish Shields: the location of the sign was moved to way south. I felt the location was inappropriate. There is so much going on in that area and it won’t get noticed. Then if the D.O.T gives us the exit sign it doesn’t serve its purpose.  Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: it was moved from the north by the bridge. Councilor Trish Shields: I kept thinking that it was there, not that it had moved south. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: the exit is the only place they would allow. If we put in both the green sign and the Oronoco sign it would be a package. We agreed to it in October and had the discussion that we didn’t like the location.  Councilor Beau Hanenberger: approved the sign permit, not the location.  We agreed to do the sign, not location. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: what if we ask to move it south? Councilor Trish Shields: there are houses there and there is not a lot of space. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: there isn’t a good location by Cory Allen’s. Councilor Trish Shields: have Cory do a display. For his landscaping business; we have time to delay until next meeting. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst printed off Allen’s property; it would be 200 feet from the highway and the south sign is 60 to 100 feet. Councilor Trish Shields: Cory does block work, perhaps he would like to do a City display sign and it would advertise his business. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: cost or donation of land, or leased, or easement?  Councilor Beau Hanenberger: I am more apt to spend taxpayer money there. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: the exit sign would be $6000 approximately for the sign, brick, footing, and solar light. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: it would cost more on the north. Councilor Trish Shields: depending upon what Cory would be willing to do. Councilor Carl Krause: it is a waste to put there. Leave the location and change it to thanks for coming to Oronoco.  Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: The welcome sign matches welcome on the other side. A permit is good til 2027. Limited used permit combines both; there is no fee. Councilor Carl Krause: the one on this side, your leaving. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: it is the main exit. Councilor Trish Shields: in 3 weeks we can meet with Cory and find out from MNDOT if we get the green sign; meantime we can wait.  Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: we should finish paperwork. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to send the D.O.T the certified resolution for the sign on HWY 52 ROW, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second: all in favor, motion carried.
Adjournment: Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to adjourn, Councilor Trish Shields second at 6:30 pm: all in favor, motion carried.
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
