Capital Improvement Plan:  $75,000 starting in 2018 and spread out over 3 to 5 years.
· Swings - $10,000 was approved this year for swings at city hall, $1200 was donated from Gold Rush.

General Budget is $6,500 ($500 is for miscellaneous costs)
· T-ball - $2,000 budgeted, we only need $800 for this year based on Cain’s estimate. $500 was donated from Gold Rush
· Tennis Court Backstops - Unknown costs, need estimate – Lance is going to talk to Charlie to get information on the quote that was done for us 3 years ago.  
· River Wood Hill’s Trails:  Some work was done last year to existing trails; need an estimate to create the new trails to connect with the 4th subdivision.  (Need to verify what was actually done.)
· Garden Park: Tilling has been done. What other expenses do we expect?  
Some other expense discussed where water hook up, compost containment, 10 metal T Stakes, rope of some sort,  Something to put names on.
· Playground equipment repair - Cain says nothing stands out.

Destination Medical Center - City has been following the project, but doesn’t believe they would be awarded the one project.

· Operation Round Up grant - submitted for $4000 and planned to use for cleanup of Garden Park - Lance submitted a request, but got a response that we were not eligible this year as we just received a grant in January. Earliest we could request again would be the end of the year.   We did not qualify for this grant.

· [bookmark: h.9n7s95j3u9qc]Disk Golf Goals - Tim is creating a one goal. Ryan sent an email to the Riverwood Hills Homeowner association asking about feedback about a disk course and ideas for future park improvements.
                 Tim brought a very nice example of what the disk golf goal would look like.  We had a barrel donated to help make it.  Other expense’s to make the goal ran about $60.   We would also need something to mark each tee box (start area).  Shirley Kingsley made a motion with a second by Jonya Pacey to ask the city to allocate $200 of the park budget to making 2 more goals so we have a total of three.  This would also cover T-box expenses.   We would like to put the 3 holes at Cowden Park.  Eric will be looking at the area and recommending a layout of the course.   More holes to be added later.
· Garden Park Plots - Jonya to create a schedule and we need to verify Garden Park guidelines and plot maps and send this information to city hall ASAP.
Shortly after May 1st we need to assign our plots to those who have signed up.   We will mark the plot areas into 10’ x 10’ areas on clean up day.
