I. Call to Order 
II. Roll Call: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Nancy Quimby, Councilor Carl Krause, Clerk Sandy Jessen, and County PRL Representatives Kathy Frette and Julie Hackman.
III. TNT
Roger Wells at 140 6th Ln NW: The assessed value has gone up over 30% and the homestead credit has gone down. 2018 the value went up $17,900 and for next year up $19,600. It is going up 5 % a year. I was told it is based on other houses in the vicinity by county. It should be compared with houses that are the same age and that is on a cul de sac; neighboring houses. Houses next door are valued lower. The neighboring property is Oronoco Auto; it is noisy, very loud. This should be decreasing the value. Kathy: I haven’t heard anything this year, but we have spoken previously. There is a River Park lot that sold for $110,000 that looks directly at Oronoco Auto, your lot is valued at $55,000. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: it is $372,300 going to $391,900.  Kathy: at $500,000 the homestead credit is zero. Roger: the house is 39 years old. Kathy: we have it as original with minimal upgrades.  Neighboring houses are in the $200,000 - $250,000 range.  Schedule meeting with Kathy. If there is not an agreed adjustment it can be taken to the County Board. Julie Hackman: location, not age is one of the most important factors, it is market driven. Councilor Trish Shields motioned no change, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried.
Kelly Kruger at 309 13th Ln SW: requested that Kathy come out. In a subdivision with different valued homes. The value is near triple what they paid for it. Aware of some of the homes that have sold nearby but they have not done any improvements. Homes that have done improvements turn over at a higher value. Strongly believe that it has to be valued at what you can sell it for. Councilor Trish Shields motioned for no change, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried. 

Councilor Trish Shields, stepped down from council, at 40 MN Ave S: the roof and driveway are dilapidated. The basement is caving in. Its value was at $88,900 in 2014. The assessed value is $127,300 for next year; the property is not worth that. The Fire Department would be happy to burn it down. In 2 years it has gone up $5000. I have asked and offered to have you look at it with the condition it is in. I would like to see the property toured. The basement wall is falling in. Kathy was in 2014. Trish: I don’t see it being over $100,000; it is less than an acre. The property next to me was burned down and it was in better shape than mine. Kathy will come out and review. Council can’t vote on another councilor’s home value.
