	City staff have asked P&Z to review B1 ordinance to determine if online auctions and gun sales are allowed in B1 zone or whether rezoning would be required.

	According to city zoning map and current zoning ordinances, property appears to be zoned B1 (not B2).  City staff will need to verify what zone the property business resides.

If property is listed as B2, P&Z members felt online auctions and gun sales are permitted.

	Review resident concern on detached garage issue
	Review resident request and determine best approach given current ordinances.  May require variance or CUP.
	Interested party was present in audience and clarified intentions of wanting to keep the storage shed permanently once new garage was completed.

P&Z will review accessory building ordinance in June to consider adding a provision allowing for a second accessory building on lower acreage properties.

P&Z members recommended to interested party to consider a temporary storage container i.e.: Conex Box while P&Z reviews accessory building ordinance in June.  This will allow the interested party to continue with garage building plans (obtaining building plan and permit, etc.).

If a second accessory building is allowed, due to property layout a variance may be needed if the storage shed will be located in front yard.


	Review lot line/RW concerns with 5th Street building request
	Review survey from 5th Street property.  Current lot line extends under the street.  This impact ability to build.  Clarification needed on set backs.  Current ordinance says lot lines follow the street.  Setbacks should be taken from the street.
	Recommendation for setback as 25 feet from street curb.

P&Z should review the setbacks for front yard and street at the June meeting.  Consider whether or not these should be the same or not.


	Brandon Radke Vintage Road

	Non-compliant building
	Mr. Radke was present in the audience and provided an update regarding the letter he received from the city involving a non-compliant building.

P&Z recommended to Mr. Radke that he provide the city office by Tuesday morning  with his plans for updating the water/sewer utilities on his property.  It was further specified that the city council will want a timeline these utility updates will be completed. Mr. Radke stated the utilities will be updated this summer and he will be present at the next city council meeting to update them on his plans.
