II. Meeting Minutes  
Budget

Capital Improvement Plan: $75,000 starting in 2018 spread out over 3-5 years.
· Swings - $10,000 was approved this year for swings at city hall, $1,200 was donated from gold rush.

General Budget is $6,500 ($500 is for miscellaneous costs)

· Tball - $2,00 budgeted, we only need $800 for this year on Cain’s estimate.  $500 was donated from Gold Rush

· Tennis Court Backstops – Unknown costs, need estimate
· River Wood Hills Trails: Some work was done last year to existing trails, need an estimate to create the new trails to connect with the 4th subdivision.   Money for these trails went to Swing Sets.
· Garden Park: sill needs tilling. What other expense do we expect?

· Playground equipment repair – Cain says nothing stands out.

-Junes meeting may be held @ Cowden park.  Use some of our time to put flags in locations were potential T Boxes and holes could be placed for Frisbee Golf Course.  Eric will be getting four more barrels for construction of holes that have been approved.   A trash can will be need at this location in the future when the course is started.
- Garden Park clean up April 25th only a few showed up.  Items were gathered and put in piles.  About an hour of work was done.   It was confirmed that the East boundary had been marked.

 Flyers are to be placed at various places trying to get the word out about garden spaces still available.  One person has signed up so far.  Plan on tilling only about 4 of the available spots.  It may take a couple years to catch on.  There was a motion for $200 to get a sign for at Garden Park, similar to the signs at the other parks.
· Jonya Pacey will lead the planting of the city flowers this year, any one is welcome to join her and help.  Flowers are paid for by Gold Rush.   Lance Sorensen has been planting and taking care of the flowers for the Past 20 Years.

· Porte Potties are typically placed at the city parks the weekend before Memorial Weekend.

· Nets on the Soccer Goals at River Hills park need replacing.  The Frames seem to be in good shape.

· Peter needs to resend .jpg maps of the parks for the city web site.  They were lost somewhere in the process.

· A possible trail has been requested to connect the Timber Line Drive area to River Park.  Research is needed to see how this could be achieved.
