All approved, recommend denial of rezoning request.

Findings of Fact:
1)  Proposed zoning does not align with current or future land use for this area.
2) Proposed zoning would create spot zoning.
3) Proposed zoning and associated development would limit commercial business development opportunity in this area.
4) Significant neighborhood concerns over noise and safety were presented.
5) Road infrastructure in the area may not support the proposed amount of large truck traffic.

Planning and Zoning also recommends the following:
1) Encouraging the neighborhood association to work with the owner/developer to identify and pursue opportunities for the area.
2) City consider forming a task force around business development.
3) City to work with People’s Coop, and the cold storage developer to identify potential opportunities to locate the facility in Oronoco.  This may include annexing land for the development of an industrial park.
