Planning and Zoning determined the use of an aluminum melting furnace is not permitted in a B-2 zone.  

Brase motioned, Hannenberger second, all in favor.

	Key points of the decision:

1) The current B2 ordinance does not allow for manufacturing type activity and aluminum melting is not an allowed use in a B2 zone.
2) An aluminum melting furnace is not customary to retail operations in a B2 zone.
3) Even if allowed, an aluminum melting furnace would likely create odor, smoke, noise, dust and vibration that would be detrimental to the surrounding neighborhood.

	Brandon Radke Requests
	Discussion on efforts to bring current building into compliance and request clarification on the potential for a cell phone tower on the property.
	Discussion with Mr. Radke focused on two proposals.

1) The potential of a cell phone tower on his property.
2) The status of the temporary trailer on the property.

On point two, Planning and Zoning determined the issue is an enforcement issue at this point and encouraged Brandon to work with the city to identify the fee/violation schedule he would need to pay until the trailer is moved.

On point one, Planning and Zoning recommended that any cell tower proposal be held until the new zoning code is enacted this fall.  That code allows cell towers in some areas.  Further, that proposal will be brought forward by Verizon Wireless, not Mr. Radke.
