	Discussion of vacation of road between Carol Cowden Park and 40 3rd st NW (parcel id 84.17.23.075360)
	Tom & Dawn Richardson discussed the potential vacation of the road adjacent to their property so they could build a shed/garage.  P&Z recommended they discuss with park committee to see if they had any planned use for land outside the public square and also discuss with Sewer & Water committee to see if any future use for utility infrastructure would be needed.
	

	Riverbend development discussion
	A large group was in attendance to hear the current updates to the River Bend subdivision proposal.  Breider provided an overview of the development process and statutory timelines and then Craig Britton of Widseth Smith Nolting & Associates, Inc. gave an update on the preliminary plat.  P&Z reviewed 8/8/2016 letter from City engineer and provided additional comments.

In addition to City engineer concerns/request for clarifications, P&Z had the following requests: 
· Provide detail and locations of stormwater treatment systems/rain gardens
· Review Shoreland district requirements and be able to:
· Show top of bluff and setbacks at 30’ from top of bluff on plat
· Show that minimum lot widths are being met or a PUD application has been filed with appropriate association agreements, deed restrictions, and open space
· Show outlot D meets setback from river requirements for drainfields
· Water flow/hose stream information be prepared to show adequate water supply
· Review of traffic to show no degradation to the level of service outside proposed area
· Better describe how 800’ cul-de-sac can be accommodated while meeting water flow and traffic considerations.

A number of preliminary plat documents need to be provided yet (ie. Executed cost reimbursement and security agreement)  P&Z will schedule public hearing for preliminary plat once a complete preliminary plat application is filed.  
	Provide city engineer comments to developer and notify developer of incomplete application.  A public hearing for Preliminary Plat will be set once a complete preliminary plat application as per 613.26, has been filed wIth the city

City should also confirm DNR notification requirements/timelines
