Accessory Buildings
	Ordinance amendment for accessory buildings City code sections 600.01 definition, 603.04 accessory buildings attached, residential districts, and 603.05 accessory buildings detached, residential districts.
	It was noted that the attorney had made several changes to the Accessory building updates submitted by P&Z. Adam made a motion to approve the updated ordinance with the following minor modifications that were in the original submission: 1) Change the 200 square feet requirement back to 120 square feet; 2) In the table, add clarification stating the requirement is “The lesser of the total allowable square footage of all combined accessory buildings or occupy ≤5% of the total lot size.”  In addition, P&Z should review R1/R2 ordinances at the next meeting to prevent pole shed construction in residential zones.  Beau seconded. All approved.
