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Downtown Oronoco Gold Rush Days Minutes
June 13, 2016

The meeting was called to order by Beau at 6:01 p.m.  
Agenda:  The agenda was approved with additions from Carol: trailer, shirts and fireworks advertising. 
Minutes:  The minutes of May 9, 2016 were accepted as written.  
Treasurer’s Report:  Alyssa announced that she has completed a State of Minnesota Charitable Organization Annual Report Form and needs signatures on it. Beau and Trish were identified as signers.  The form is different from one filed in the past because we have a paid staff member (Carol).  
She also reported that there is $56,214.06 in the check book.  This is slightly ahead of last year at this time.  The report was approved as given.
The possibility of receiving a tax exempt status number was discussed because DOGRD may qualify.  It was decided we should apply for this status.      
Deputy Sheriff: Rich Carmack was present to ask questions about law enforcement coverage during the event. Carol will send him the chart of our needs: Wednesday 4 PM – 8 PM, Thursday 7 AM – 5  PM, Friday 8 AM – 10 PM and Saturday 8 AM – 10 PM. He was informed that the information booth is available as their home base, the Oronoco First Responders provide first aid and the officers will have a golf cart and two-way radio provided by DOGRD.  
Letter To Residents: Skyler presented a copy of the letter for residents about changes in the rights-of-way rented through DOGRD, an ordinance approved by the City Council.  The members provided editing of some of the language in the document, including that the measurement of the lot depth from the edge of the asphalt.  Concerns were expressed about making any exceptions due to street width, etc. 
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Trade Show: Carol, Beau and Bridget reported on their attendance at the Trade Show in May.  They looked at pens, caps, and collectibles including a bottle opener the size of a credit card.  Carol will place an order for calendars for vendors, quality pens and the bottle opener.     She will also order t-shirts with the DOGRD characters on them for sale as souvenirs.   
Committee Assignments: Skyler reported on committee member assignments discussed at the last meeting.  Some members have concerns about the County (Sentence to Serve, STS) volunteer coordination.  Trish has a contact with the county and will discuss the issue. Carol will call Steve Moelke and explain the opportunity to assist. 
Parking, including handicap parking: Skyler reported that he and Reiland have not met to discuss this.  The committee decided that home owners may not start parking vehicles on their property until 1 PM on Thursday, the set up time.   
Post Office Outside Bench:  Linda reported that the bench outside of the post office needs to be repainted.  She asked if a volunteer could be assigned that job. She also reported that a member of the community asked an Oronoco Postal Clerk if the bend could be dedicated to the memory of Barbara Smallbrock who was the Postmaster in Oronoco for many years.  The committee liked the idea. Paul said he would check the quality of the bench to see if it is worth scraping and painting.  There are DOGRD benches in the Community Center.  Carol suggested one of them could be inscribed as a memorial to Barbara by wood burning.  Shean volunteered to do the wood burning.  
Music:  Carol reported that the Fire Department has been asked to share the $400 cost of the Hubba Band. They would play during the day on either Friday or Saturday.     
Civil Air Patrol (CAP):  The CAP has committed to be at DOGRD to direct traffic again this year.  We are grateful for their participation.
Sand: Patsy reported that sand at her place is currently under water due to recent rain.
Trailer: Carol suggested DOGRD purchase a trailer for garbage hauling instead of continuing to use Paul’s trailer. His is 5’ by 8’, single axle and had a 3000 pound capacity. A similar one would cost $850. Paul said he is fine with his being used. Carol will look for prices for a trailer and report her finding at the next meeting.  
Staging Area: Members discussed the use of a staging area or change in traffic flow on Thursday, set up day.  The problem is that the owner of Gas ’N Go complained that his store entry was blocked.  We decided to ask the Deputy Sheriffs to make sure vendors do not block intersections and driveways as they line up before the entry time.  We will not add a staging area or change the traffic flow. 
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Fireworks Advertising:  Carol explained that attendance at the 4th of July Fireworks evening has declined and asked if she could place an ad in the Zumbrota Shopper which comes with the Zumbrota News Record.  This was supported.  It was also suggested that there we posters at the local businesses, post office, and the community center.  There was also discussion about advertising at Oronoco Park. Trish will ask her father if he would make a sandwich board that can be sued for advertising events. 
Lot Blocks:  Uncovering cement blocks that mark the edges of lots needs to be completed in July. All committee members are invited to be at the Community Center Thursday, July 7 at 5:30 PM to uncover the blocks and paint them.  
Bottle water, soda, tea and Gatorade: Beau has contacted HyVee about donating liquids for volunteers.  We would note the donations on our web site and by a poster at the information booth.  
Food Vendors: Carol reviewed the current food vendor locations. 
Wa Wa Water: Beau said the old city shop building may be raised by the DOGRD weekend and the cement pad could be used for the amusement.  They have agreed to our requests and have sent in their fees to DOGRD and the city for water. 
Mascot: Shean reported he had asked a costume maker if a DOGRD character costume could be made and said the head would cost about $700.  The committee discussed this and decided there would need to be a dedicated volunteer and would need to be decided when more committee members were present to discuss it. 
Shade at Barricades:  Some umbrellas used as shade last year broke soon after the show started.  The committee discussed using patio umbrellas and other types of shade and decided to use golf-sized umbrellas for this purpose. Carol will look into the cost of 4 umbrellas. 
Adjournment: The meeting was adjourned at 8:02 PM.
