Maintenance
· Dan asked if the maintenance teams were getting everything checked?

· Fire Safety installed outlets inside Tankers 1 and 2, so Dan moved two portable radios to each.  All radios are now in trucks.  Fire Safety fixed the turn signal on Tanker 2 so the high beam now works, along with 3 gauges on Tanker 2 and the air pump on E2.  Tanker 1 had a bad oil sending unit and was fixed

· 50’ LDH arrived and is on E1 on officer side near the winch

· Reminder to lock the hall after each call/training

EOC
· We got a VHF page and no text for the first storm watch call, but a cryptic text and no page for the second call, so it is OK to ask Olmsted EOC on LAXWTH for confirmation if we are needed.  Dan sent text messages for the last calls so that it was clear that we were needed.  Olmsted EOC is on the LAXWTH channel and would prefer we talk with them versus LAXWTH directly
Old Business
· Reminder-Please use IAMRESPONDING for EVERY call

· Dan should be getting everything he needs to complete paperwork for the house burn at 440 1st Ave NE this week.  Sun AM 7/31 seemed to work for people.  Chris stated that Larry Stolp would like to be around when the house was burned.

· 4th of July Oronoco fireworks went good and seemed to last around 16 minutes
· The Mazeppa daze parade/fireworks also went good
· The upcoming Wabasha county mutual aide meeting is Wed 7/13 at 7:30 PM and we are hosting it.  Eric and Pat agreed to help set up tables/chairs, and serve food at the beginning.

New Business
· After the last call, Dan noticed the following:

· Not all radios were turned back to fire dispatch/FIRE1

· Some portable radios were left on and one was still in someone’s turnout gear

· 599 was not plugged back in

· Tanker 2 was between ¼ and ½ full of gas, so make sure we are checking gas levels at the end of calls

· The 4-gas meter was placed in the case in the drawer, but needs to be on the charger inside the truck

· The Wabasha FD is looking for help with the Auto Cross or Demo Derby at the Wabasha County Fair

· Brian Staska from Riverland has been diagnosed with cancer, and a benefit is planned for later this year
· Dan asked that someone take cans in to be recycled.  Pat will do it sometime before Gold Rush.

· Fallen Firefighter Memorial, State Capital Grounds, St. Paul, Sun 9/25, 1-2:30 PM
· There was discussion about keeping or selling 592 which is currently at the city shop.  The new truck committee had recommended that we look at selling it and then using those funds toward a skidpack for 599.  At the time, we thought that we could get $10K for it which was close to what a skidpack costs, but now Fire Safety does not feel that it is worth that much and has offered $2500 cash for it, or will help sell it for a fee.  Cain created an ad for govdeals.com which also has a fee, but we do not have to accept the winning bid if it is too low.  If we had the space, we all agreed that it would be nice to keep it, but it is not getting used at the moment.  We could put it where our table sits next to E1, but then we would have to meet in the kitchen or at city hall.  Dan will bring all of this up at the next city council meeting to see where their thoughts are on this vehicle.
