The meeting was called to order by Beau at 6:02 p.m.
Treasurer’s Report: Skyler reported the check book balance as $55,389.16. This is a little less than last year at this time.   The report was accepted as given.  
Minutes: The June minutes were accepted as written.  Later, corrections were identified on p. 2 Ryland’s name, and p. 3, used (not sued).
KTTC Proposal: Ms. Kris Petersen told us that KTTC has a special offer for non-profit organizations who wish to advertise on KTTC.  A spot (ad) will run randomly 74 times in non-Prime Times, on the three stations (KTTC, the CW and H & I) for $1200 + $100 production fee.  This type of package would usually cost between $500 and $7000 for businesses.   She shared a spot made and run for Rushford Days.  We would need to submit: Event Title, Dates, Location, Background photo and 15 photos (preferably with people) that would appear randomly during the spot.  Production time is usually one week. She suggested the spot be shown for the two weeks prior to the start of the event. If we decide to proceed, she will need the above along with proof of 501-3C status and a credit application.   Carol received a booklet on the proposal.  Ms. Petersen was thanked for her presentation. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Carol said she can review how we have spent advertising in the past and see if we can allocate money to this project instead of other areas. She has not placed radio ads yet.  Ryland noted the cost $16.35 per spot.  Paul and Julie suggested some vendors may want to contribute to the cost in order to have a photo included in the spot.
Thanks You:  Skyler thanked DOGRD members who helped at the July 4th celebration, Including: Carol, Ryland, Art, Lynn, Beau, Paul, Julie, Shean and Kevin.

July 4th Celebration: There was a discussion about the length of the fireworks show.  It seemed shorter this year.  There was a long period of ground display preceding the aerial show. There were comments in the past about shortening the time between shells and this was done, causing the show to be shorter.  The ad in the Zumbrota paper was not the new one we submitted.    
Campground Host: There has been no interest in the Campground Host position. We decided we would ask the Deputy to drive the squad car through the campground a few times between the hours of 10 pm and midnight to show their presence. We also decided campers can be directed to choose a spot, and report to the information booth to pay for their site. They will be given a receipt paper to place on the dash board of their vehicle.  We also decided campground spots will be marked with paint. Sandy will be asked about how many we can mark (30-something).  (And, Skyler said if he is home he can stay at the campground in a tent!)
Tax Exempt, 501-3C: Trish reported we now have 501-3C status as a non-profit organization. This means we do not have to pay state tax on taxable items. Any vendor we use who collects taxes will need to have a record of the number.  We are allowed to sell only non-taxable items.  
Minnesota Department of Revenue, Connie Anderson: Carol received a letter from the MN Department of Revenue on July 8, 2016, stating we must ask vendors to submit their State of MN tax identification numbers to us so we can report them to the State of MN before the show starts. We have been asking for these ST19 forms and Carol has some of them.  If we do not report them to the State, we may be fined $100 per vendor per day of the show.  Exceptions to needing a ST19 are:  1. this is the only event the vendor participates in during the year, 2. The event is less than or equal to 3 days and, 3. They have less than $500 total sales.  Since the show is soon, getting the forms can be difficult.  Carol is trying to reach someone at the Department of Revenue to answer her questions.  We could ask the vendor arriving at the show to complete a form stating their exception or providing their number. 
Website: Bridget mentioned some updates are needed on the web site. She was asked to make a list of changes needed.  
Committee Bios: All members are asked to submit a brief bio to Carol by the end of the week. Carol will forward them to Jonya.  
Facebook: Carol was thanked for updates made on the Facebook page.  These include vendor names and photos from Lynn.

Golf Umbrellas:  Four (4) red and black golf umbrellas, to be used at the barricades, have arrived. 
Right Of Way Letter: The right of was letter has been sent. No community members were present to voice a concern about it.   There have been a few comments from the community about fighting the decision.  
Children’s Activity/Family Area: No river sand is available for the area. Ryland has some tubes of sand that can be used.  Rocks will be painted.  Candy will be used for prizes. 
A-Frame/Sandwich Boards/Sign Brackets: This type of board has been seen at WalMart. We could use 2 – 4 to point to the Children’s Area. New brackets are also needed for the yellow signs.   
City Shop:  The old City Shop building has been razed leaving the cement pad. This will be the location of the Wa Wa Water Amusement. 
Lot Blocks: Thursday, July 14 is the new date to uncover the lot blocks. Meet at Pendergrass’s at 5:30 PM. We may also meet on Wednesday, July 20. 
HyVee Donation: HyVee has donated eight (8) cases of Gatorade and 8 cases of water to use as volunteer drinks.  We need to have a sign at the information booth noting the donation. 
Garbage Trailer: Members have seen trailers on sale for $1000 – 1200.  An aluminum one can cost $2500.  Paul says he is fine with us continuing to use his trailer for garbage duty. 
Gas ‘N Go: Beau and Ryland discussed with Tom about using the station for a staging area.  Unless all vendors are staged there is will be seen as a burden.  We will ask deputies to keep the right turn lane empty to allow traffic to enter the station and not use this area for staging. 
Media: We would still like to be on the KTTC noon news to promote the show on August 17. 
Post Office bench: Trihs reported that Roger has replaced old wood in the post office bench with treated wood.  Some member remarked that this would need to weather for a year or two before it could be painted.  Shean is willing to provide a wood burned plaque for the dedication to Barbara Smallbrock. Linda will see if the Oronoco History Center knows the dates she was Postmaster here so that can be included.   
On Line Volunteer Sign Up: Linda needs access to the volunteer sign up on the web site.  Forms need to be added for this show and volunteer requests need to be directed to her e-mail from the site.  Linda will ask Jonya and Alyssa about access.

National Night Out (NNO): Linda stated that she and Joy signed up volunteers at the 2015 National Night Out. Linda is not available for NNO this year. Patsy, Carol and maybe Marci said they will staff a table and sign up volunteers.   Linda will provide a sign and the volunteer book. They will need to provide a small table. 
Schedule of Committee Member Presence During “quieter times”:  Skyler has said he will draft a schedule of when committee members need to be present during quieter times on Saturday and Sunday.  This will give people breaks.
STS Update: Cain has received 2 volunteers to help before the show and 2 after the show. He doesn’t know if they will be available during the show.  Trish will call Steve to see if he can help get more volunteers for us. 
Park Garage: Some DOGRD items are stored at the Park Garage. Barrels are at the old city shop location.
Member Responsibilities: Patsy asked about the responsibilities of a committee member.  She stated she was not aware she would be needed at the July 4the celebration.  Linda will meet with her and explain the usual dates she is needed.
Co-Chair Presence at DOGRD: Beau and Skyler are discussing who will cover for Skyler if he is unable to be at the show. 
Wednesday, August 17:  Amusements, tables and tents will be set up on Wednesday evening. Members will need to be available to help. 
Next Meeting: The next meeting is Monday, August 8, 2016 at 6 PM at the Community Center.   
Adjournment:  The meeting was adjourned at 7:48 PM.
