Old Business:  The minutes from the November 2015 business meeting were reviewed and approved with a motion from Dan Sundt, which was seconded by Tina Stolp.  
New Business:
· Dan Sundt updated each GPS on all emergency vehicles.   
· 2016 consortium calendar were distributed to each member in attendance.  If a member needs to make up a class or want to attend a specific course, feel free to attend; there is charge for your attendance.   

· Training will take place every month, even in months when there is no consortium training scheduled.  Tim Winkels will work on a new training schedule. 

· The December extrication training that took place was reviewed.  All thought it went well and that it was nice to do the review right at the scene immediately following the training scenarios.  

· Dan Sundt has discontinued inquiring about getting a CEVO course for Oronoco. 

· $2000 was received from the Gold Rush allocation fund.  The money will be used to purchase a Stokes Basket, helmets, and a rope bag.  

· $5000 is available in the department’s funds and can be used up until the end of the year.  All discussed what supplies were still needed and a list was compiled.  

· Chris Inman suggested using eBay to purchase tourniquets in bulk for a reasonable cost.  

· 1 adult and 1 youth EpiPen are now located in each medical bag.  
· The Zoll Defibrillator is located in Rescue 1.  Testing of each defibrillator is required 3 times each week.  

· Medical Call review

· Red Flag Alert-recent possible stroke call has been marked with a ‘red flag alert’.  There was a family member who adamantly refused to allow Oronoco Medical Responders to enter the site and would only allow Gold Cross to assist the patient when they arrived.  For any future calls to this home, the department will be notified that this address has been ‘red flagged’ and we will most likely be asked to ‘stage’ upon arrival.  The address/name will not be documented in the minutes, as the minutes are shared outside of the department.  

· Emergency Vehicle Maintenance-end of meeting maintenance is not working out very well; only a few of the same members stay to fulfill this task.  A suggestion to have small teams designated to specific months was proposed. Jeff and Nate will assign members to the teams and to the months that they will be assigned to perform maintenance on both Rescue 1 and 599.  
· In the winter months, please keep the gas tank at least ½ full.  Gas can be purchased at either Casey’s or Senex.  To purchase the gas, all that is needed is a signature from the member getting the gas and then bring the receipt back to the department.  

· Starting in January 2016, each member will perform 2 blood pressures at every meeting.  1 will be manual and the other will be done using the automatic blood pressure unit.  This will be done before or after the meeting and not during the meeting.  A discussion also took place on whether or not members needed to know how to take a blood pressure by using palpitation.  This was left to personal preference.  

· Dan Sundt gave an update on the recent issues with AT & T carriers and the I Am Responding application.  The issues should be resolved shortly.  

· Dan Sundt will send out a communication on the Christmas Party details once the date and time has been determined.  

· Tina Stolp expressed a desire to have Oronoco host a mass casualty training with multiple departments.  
· Reminder for Hwy 52 accidents: there are two turn arounds depending on where the accident is located. 

· Brian Kabat informed the group that the Girl Scout first aid training went well.  10 girls attended the training.
