· Paperwork has been improving; keep up the good work

· If law enforcement is too busy and they ask you to call back, use the I Am Responding system to gather times 

· A discussion was held on whether or not to use sirens when in neighborhoods.  

· At last month’s city council meeting it was approved to increase the individual run pay from $7 to $10.  
· CEVO training-Tim Winkels has scheduled CEVO training to be held here in Oronoco for a date in March.  More details to come.
· EpiPen training took place during the consortium training portion of the evening.  Those members that have been trained can now use the EpiPens if needed on medical calls. The department has 2 adult pens and 2 youth pens.  Both Rescue 1 and Rescue 2 will have one of each type of pen in the medical bags.  
· The holiday party will be held January 16th, with happy hour starting at 5pm and dinner to follow at 6pm.  Please remember to bring a dish to pass.  Families are all invited to the party. 
· For members that need to recertify in October 2016, they must have at least 12 credits to test out on skills testing only.  If you need to take some on-line courses to increase your credits, remember to use the SE EMS site.  (oro0630016 is our department code)
· A CPR refresher course will be conducted here at the hall in the upcoming months.  Nate Winkels is working on that course.  
· Supplies-all supplies that were placed on the ‘wish list’ from last month’s meeting have been purchased.  
· Dan Sundt recently went on a pediatric medical call.  He wanted to remind members that the pediatric bag does not have an oxygen tank and that the medical bag also needs to be brought on scene.  There are also thermometers in the bad which are the kind that the user only needs to lightly touch the forehead of the patient to acquire the temperature.  
· Reminder to all members that it is the responsibility of those on a call to replenish the supplies used during the call so Rescue 1 is fully stocked for the next medical run.  It is also the responsibility of each member to keep the supplies in their personal vehicle bags replenished and supplies up to date.  Throw out old gloves that are old and brittle and replace with a new box from the hall.  
· Dan Sundt informed the department that the new fire engine has an AED on it.  

· Dan Sundt will be hosting the Pine Island Cub Scouts for a tour of the department in January.  
· Tina Stolp reminded members to replace oxygen tanks that are even ½-3/4 full.  On a recent medical run, the oxygen ran out.  Remember to swap out with Gold Cross while on scene.
