Old Business:

· Discussion took place on potential for ordering safety straps for the Rescue 1 or 599 in the event that a patient may need to be transported out of the quarry up to Mayo One or to Gold Cross if their response teams won’t enter the quarry.  
· Fourth of July-Tim Winkels and Tina Stolp took emergency vehicles to the park for the picnic and fireworks events.  
· Mayo One Helicopter Safety training was be held after the business meeting.
· The August business meeting will be held as normal.
