· There was a miscount shortage in the number of lights for Rescue 1.  As soon as the remaining lights are in, they will be installed.  They have not yet arrived and are not yet installed. 
· Christina Inman informed the group that there is an upcoming BART First Responder Small and Large Animal Preparedness, Safety and Response Course being offered in Wabasha.  The minimum class size is 10 people.  There is also FEMA grant money available for this course.  The course was discussed and a decision was made to try and hold a course here in Oronoco. We are still waiting to hear more about this.   

· May 18th, Wabasha Ambulance sponsored a Helicopter Safety Training with the Mayo One team.  Dan Sundt will also look into having one of these training sessions held here in Oronoco. This is scheduled for our July meeting. It will be held on July 6th. 
· Cathy Ellingson presented an opportunity for training at the Milestone Materials Quarry.  This could be a joint training with the Oronoco fire department or the Pine Island fire department, which covers that location.  Cathy will verified with Milestone the training date of June 1st . 

· Consortium training on Burns & Shock took place after the business meeting. 

Dan made a motion to approve the minutes. Brian seconded the motion. The minutes were approved by all. 
New Business:
· We started our evening with a training session at the Milestone Quarry. We went through two different scenarios. The mock rescues went smoothly. There was a discussion about the suspension trauma. This will be clarified. We also talked about the need to stay at least 6 feet back from the edge of the cliff for scene safety. It is also important to leave the emergency vehicles running at the scene to maintain the battery. Finally, when doing a rescue at the quarry, it is advised to take 599 to ensure we can maneuver to the site of the victim. There was discussion about future training at the quarry. All agreed this would be great experience. We will look at having September training at the Quarry. 
· Discussion about the need to have the rig at the July 4th picnic and fireworks. Nate Winkels and Chris Stolp will cover this. 

· Labor Day falls on our regularly scheduled meeting day. It was agreed to have our meeting date for September moved to Tuesday, September 8th.

· Discussion about having the rig in the Pine Island Parade on Sunday, June 7th. Nell Campeau will drive the First responder rig in the parade.
