Old Business:

· Nate informed the department that documentation on the medical call run sheets is improving.  

New Business:

· A question was brought up on what the proper protocol is when paged for non-emergent ride to hospital.  Respond as urgent for all calls unless informed to ‘stage’ only. 
· 2 medical calls in the city; 3 medical calls in the township

· Reminder to abide by the speed limits within reason when responding to calls.  Members are still need to obey all traffic laws, even when on calls.
· Review of the new 1st In bag-(Blue, with colored pockets) took place; please familiarize yourselves with the new bag and storage of equipment.

· CPR training is scheduled for May 7th at the fire hall; 6 pm.
· Denise requested permission to keep a pair of reader glasses in the glove compartment of Rescue 1.  Request was granted with no concerns.
· The department may not be needed to man the Bouncy House this year at National Night Out.  The city has hired a different company who will run things.  Members will still to be available for any medical situations, should they arise.

· The EMS On-line coupons were distributed to members in attendance.  Contact Jeff/Nate to see how many credits you personally have logged with the department.  Please work on getting caught up on credits so you qualify to test out when recertification time is here.
· The Oronoco Fire Department Relief Association has provided the remaining amount of money needed to complete the LED lighting for Rescue 1. They have requested that the First Responders, who help out at Gold Rush, be the first to go out on medical calls so enough Fire Department members can stay back to help at the hall. 

· CEVO training-Tina provided information on the potential for the department to hold a CEVO training session here in Oronoco.  An extra ambulance could be brought and other departments could also be invited to attend.  Tina will check with the SE EMS for more details.
· The recent medical call at the rock quarry on 75th St. was discussed.  If it had been shared that the patient was on a ridge, 599 would have been a better choice to take to the call.  It was physically difficult to get to the patient for care.  A suggestion was made to visit some of the area facilities to become more familiar with them.
