New Business:
· City council has already approved new membership for Molly Macho.  Molly was unable to attend the meeting tonight due to a last minute change in her work schedule.  The department voted unanimously to accept her application.  She will start the initial training course this Monday, October 12th in Zumbrota.  Joe Druga will be the instructor of that course. 
· Wanamingo also has the an initial Emergency Medical Responder course starting on January 19th if anyone knows of any other individuals who may be interested in joining the department.

· There is no update on whether or not Oronoco will be sponsoring a CEVO course.  There is a CEVO course on October 31st, in Mabel that interested members can attend.  Registration needs to be done by October 22nd.  

· November training will be a joint effort with the fire department and will be an extrication scene, which will be held out at the Oronoco junk yard.  The meeting will start early on that night, so elections and the business portion will be done by 6:30 pm.  The business meeting will start at 6 pm.  
· Dan Sundt is still working on a training topic for the December meeting.  
· October 2016, a number of members will be due for re-certification.  The five areas that will be tested are:  Cardiac; Oxygen; Airway; and Trauma assessment. 

· All 4 officer terms will come to an end this December.  All positions are 2 year terms.  Jeff made a suggestion to hold elections in November, so the new officers can have a month to work with the current officers in their respective roles.  A vote took place and the elections will now be held in the month of November.  Christina Inman asked if those not in attendance can still nominate individuals for positions and the answer was that yes, nominations can be made ahead of time.  

· There is a new updated Medical Transport Patient Care Guideline online app made available through SE EMS.  It is a Mayo Clinic application.  Please do not share the password with anyone outside of the department.  The password will be sent to you in a separate communication due to the fact that these minutes are made available to the city.  

· The service field continues to be left empty on medical run reports.  
· The new fire truck has arrived and will be housed in the current location of Rescue 1.  Rescue 1 will move to where 599 is currently housed.  The supply cabinets are not being relocated at this time.  

· Reminder of Fire Prevention Week.  The fire department is holding their event this coming Wednesday, October 7th. 

· The fire department is also looking for volunteers to help with smoke detector distribution, which is taking place at Oronoco Estates on Saturday, October 10th.
