April 7, 2014
Attending: Members; Jonya Pacey, Peter Sanders, Jessica Peterman, Ryan Craddick, Tim Kramer, Eric Weis, Lance Sorensen  Guests: Trish Shields Councilor and Cain Dolan staff
Meeting  convened  @7PM
Cain discussed signage proposals.  He recommended that for the budgeted park and playground signs we consider signs for each playground with the playground rules listed on each one. These are rules that provide for safe play at each playground space.  
A motion was made, seconded and passed to recommend that these 5 signs be approved for purchase by council after prices are obtained.  The cost is taken from the budgeted request from the Committee for 2014.  
Cain also presented a design for an entrance sign for Oronoco Park.  We discussed using the design using some color that is similar to the signs in other parks.  We all like the design and recommend that he proceed to get a cost for that sign.  
We also discussed other signage that would make the parks easier to find.  Committee members will look at parks in their particular section of town to see where directional signs should be posted to direct users to the parks.  We will discuss this further at the May walking tour.  
We also discussed the construction of a informational kiosk at Oronoco Park that would provide bulletin board space that information might be posted for users direction and information.  We will work on a design and determine a cost for that.  This is a development that could be constructed by volunteers in the community.
We also discussed the bike lane on Minnesota Avenue.  The Committee recommends that Council add painting a standard bike lane symbol to designate the bike lane.  

Peter explained a mapping system for park and trail locations  and  passed around copies.  Now that the weather is more spring-like he will GPS the trails and add them to the map with labels.  We discussed how to make this map available for parks visitors.  We could develop a three- fold brochure with a make in it.  The individual park maps could be posted on the City’s website.  

Cain mentioned that a representative of Flagship Recreation who has visited all the Oronoco Park units attend a meeting to discuss with committee members each park unit and how to develop a park inventory with life cycle details for playgrounds and other equipment.  This would help Council understand how to budget for replacements and upgrades in the future.  We will invite him to the June 2nd meeting. He suggested that the committee consider conducting a facilities inventory of all parks.   
Cain is organizing T-Ball and will be trying to maintain some order with tighter rules enforcement this season.  If there is budget left over from last year he will need to purchase more helmets,  which were in short supply last year.  The season is 8 nights in June and July.  He had some difficulties with parents expectations last season and perhaps had too wide range of ages participating. 
Park Budget update:  For 2014 we requested money for swings at River Park and Community Center playgrounds, $2500 for signs, and construction of a bocce ball court at the Community Center.  To date we are requesting expenditures for signs and the bocce ball court.  We need to know where we are with possible expenditures for swing sets at either park.  

Upcoming meetings – May 5th is a walking tour of parks we will meet at Memorial Park at 6:30
