Reports
Thanks to all who came to help with the Garden Park Cleanup, we made a great beginning in reclaiming the park site.  We also realize that there is need for determining the east boundary line.  Trash has spilled over the assumed line but it is unclear whether this is the proper property line.  Tires are being dumped on the site and it is clear this could be an ongoing problem.  Council will need to act to fix that issue.  
Discussion about what to do next; the committee discussed how to recycle the scrap metal that is piled on the garden site and what to do about the rest of the scrap scattered on the site.  Trish suggested that we allow someone who hauls scrap metal to have access and haul it away.  A motion was made, seconded and passed to request that council approve the permission to allow an outside party to collect the scrap metal. 
 Also we want to have another clean up day on November 22nd and to get a dumpster on site to load the trash into.  Having a pile of trash only encourages some folks to see it is okay to dump their junk there as well.  
Another idea is to work with the Fire Department to schedule a prescribed burn through some of the site to discourage the undergrowth of buckthorn and honeysuckle and burn some of the down woody debris.  The Committee  will have to work with them to determine the best course of action.  

Community Garden developments: 
Jonya revised the garden policy and rules.  We decided that an email address for Oronoco gardens should be established for public contact.  Folks can also attend the parks meetings to discuss regulations and problems.  The Committee also decided that we will need to post a sign at the garden site with that information.  

Hockey Rink sideboards: 
The Council approved the development of the rink.  The sideboards will be donated to the Lion’s Club and they will be responsible for insurance, setup and take down.  The City will provide a site to store them.  

The Committee also discussed the change in leadership of the committee and also the recruiting of new members to replace members whose terms are expiring.  

Meeting adjourned at 8 PM.
