Old Business:  
· Minutes from the July business meeting were reviewed and approved as written. 
· August attendance was given to those who completed viewing the ARME 800 MHz radio system videos. 

New Business:

· One new interested applicant; an application has been provided to them for completion.
· Reminder-when replacing supplies in the Rescue 1, especially the oxygen, make sure to ensure it works.  
· Rescue 2 is in need of 6 new tires.  Suggestion to have the costs split between the two departments.  $586 for all 6 tires. Tina motioned to pay for ½ of the costs; motioned was seconded by Denise.  Jeff and Nate will bring the proposal to the fire department for agreement to pay the other half. 

· A review of the previous medical calls took place.  
· Documentation does continue to improve; but improvement still can be done when a patient refuses treatment, as well as completing who did transport the patient when applicable. 
· Management is still waiting for confirmation on the Epi Pens, but it looks to be promising to get the funding for this.  

· The training schedule for the remainder of the year has not yet been received from Dan Sundt.
· Whiteboard by desk-please document when any supplies are getting low or if there are any damaged items that need replacing.  

· Grants-a number of additional grant possibilities were discussed. Polaris, Sam’s Club and both individual Walmart stores were included in the discussion. Each Walmart store provides independent grants for $2500 for anything that would help the community. 
· A suggestion to write a grant for a laptop for Rescue 1 was brought forward.  This would include the pre-loaded software for first responders, along with GPS.  Chris Stolp informed the department that approximately $4000 would be needed for the bundled laptop.  

· Tina Stolp volunteered to be included on any grant writing communications to help provide feedback.  

· The Peoples Cooperative grant needs to be written and submitted by September 20th.  
· AgStar grant was submitted for $2700.

· Funding is available for EMT & EMR recertification, as well as for new EMT training.  

· Upcoming Fire Prevention Week-Tina will send out additional information as it becomes available from the fire department.  
· National Night Out-City Council thanked everyone who helped out.  This was the 3rd straight year that Oronoco won Best National Night Out in Olmsted County.
