· No change in current use of property under current owner
· Understood that any new development would need further review by the Planning and Zoning Committee and City Council
· No one from the public present to voice concerns
· Public hearing closed at 7:08 PM
· Clarified hearing is only for rezoning of property not concerns regarding driveways, access, etc.
· Members believe the rezone would be a good fit for the property
· Motion to approve made by: Carl Krause, Seconded by: Jose Cornerjo, motion passed unanimously

B. Public Hearing (7:13 PM): Variance request for an additional sign at 1455 Cedar Center Avenue.

· Members discussed differences between a banner (reason for variance) and a sign
· Concerns voiced about long term sustainability of a banner in comparison to a sign made with stronger materials

· Concern that hand-drawn design sent to Planning and Zoning may not representative of what would eventually be added – no one was present from property to discuss
