I. CALL TO ORDER: At 7:00 PM meeting was called to order by Paul Jannetto

II. ROLL CALL:
i. Committee Members Present: Paul Jannetto (Chair), Mark Johnson (Vice-chair), Carl Krause, Orest Zasadney, and Trish Shields
ii. Late: NA
iii. Absent: Scott Sorenson, and Jose Cornejo

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Motion made by: Trish Seconded by: Mark and was unanimously approved.
IV.	APPROVAL OF AGENDA: With the addition of discussing a new potential member, a motion was made by: Mark Seconded by: Carl and unanimously approved.

V. AGENDA ITEMS:

A. Public Hearing (7:05 PM): Bard Strandsvold. Consider request to Rezone from B2 to M1 for office/shop/storage at 605 Lake Shady Ave, Oronoco, MN. 
· Bard Standsvold spoke on his desire to rezone the property at 605 Lake Shady Ave, Oronoco, MN from B2 to M1 for an office, shop, and storage for his lawn sprinkler business. He plans to first clean up the lot and remove the existing structures and debris. During the sprinkler season, he would have 1-2 employees in the office with only 1 person half-days in the off-season. An appropriate buffer between the M1 and R1 would be maintained per the Greenbelt requirement and the adjacent property (Bob’s Construction) is already zoned M1 so it wouldn’t be spot zoning.
· Gordon Cariveau spoke on behalf of his mother (Yvonne Cariveau) 589 Lake Shady Ave Oronoco, MN 55109 who lives next to the property. Gordon wanted to inquire what was going to be done with the property but didn’t have any objections after hearing Bard’s plans. 
· The public hearing was closed at 7:13 PM
· The P&Z committee than discussed the request.
· Motion: Carl made a motion to recommend that city council approve the rezoning from B2 to M1. It was seconded by Orest, and unanimously approved.

B. Brandon Radke: To discuss his intention for his property at 600 Vintage Road Oronoco, MN.
· Brandon wasn’t present. 
· The P&Z committee discussed the situation.
· Motion: Trish made a motion to recommend that city council/staff pursue legal action via the city attorney. It was seconded by Carl, and unanimously approved.

C. Tiny homes: Review draft and add definition of R3 zone.
· P&Z committee discussed the intent of adding an R3 zone. An R3 residential zone would be designated for single-family tiny homes. 
·  Motion: Trish made a motion to recommend that city council/staff add the R3 description cited above into the city code. An R3 zone should have a minimum of 2 acres of land and follow the minimum lot sizes in the new tiny home section of code. A R3 zone would also be included in the new FLUP. It was seconded by Mark, and unanimously approved.
· Motion: Trish made a second motion for city staff to also remove all references to “Q” in the new tiny home code and properly number/format it to fit into the city code. It was seconded by Paul, and unanimously approved.
· Motion: Paul made a final motion to recommend that once city staff makes all the changes above, a public hearing be set to review the proposed tiny home code. It was seconded by Mark, and unanimously approved.

D. FLUP: Review questions from Stantec PowerPoint:
· Retail:
· Which of the three retail formats are you most interested in and how do you feel about the land available for each?
· P&Z was interested in stand-alone retail stores at the 100th street interchange along with general commercial businesses along the highway. It was felt that small scale retailers in the downtown district would be challenging given the small lot sizes, population density/market demand, and Oronoco Gold Rush.
· Should the land use plan provide a preferred location to certain types of retail?
· P&Z felt they should be group together in an orderly fashion at the 100th street interchange (ideally near the Shell station).
· Housing:
· Given the likely market support for a broad mix of housing types and density, how do you feel about providing for that mix in your land use plan?
·  P&Z felt that sewer/water infrastructure along with the annexation of land would be needed for any housing growth. However, once complete it would be open to a mix of housing (single family, multi-family, senior homes, tiny homes, etc.)
· The Maxfield study suggested a market for senior housing, including assisted living. Do you believe that’s needed and is there an ideal location for it?
· P&Z did feel a need and demand for senior housing. Ideally, it would be located near a park or the river to provide a nice setting (peaceful vs along the freeway).
· With sewer, would you want all new developments to be at urban densities (1/2 acre lots)? Or would you want to still allow for some large lot developments?
· P&Z felt you need a mix of lot sizes. The demand for 1+ acre lots will be present and should be included along with small lot sizes to accommodate the various needs.
· Industrial:
· The land available for industrial developments seems potentially limited compared with the demand. Should that be adjusted in terms of size or location?
· P&Z felt M1 (industrial) land is needed. Ideally to the South and not next to any existing residential areas. If possible, it would also be nice if M1 could be added to the North as a buffer between the future casino and the city, but this is unlikely due to the lack of city land. 

E. Potential new P&Z committee member (Jim Richards):
· Jim Richards, a 30 year resident of Oronoco and property owner, spoke about his desire to serve on the P&Z committee. 
· Motion: Trish made a motion to recommend that city council approve Jim Richards as the replacement for Orest whose last meeting is tonight. It was seconded by Orest, and unanimously approved.

F. Orest Zasadney was thanked for his 9 years of service on the P&Z committee. He will be deeply missed and the committee was grateful for all his hard work and effort.
