I. CALL TO ORDER: At 7:00 PM meeting was called to order by Paul Jannetto

II. ROLL CALL:
i. Committee Members Present: Paul Jannetto (Chair), Carl Krause,  Scott Sorenson, and Jim Richards

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Motion made by: Scott Seconded by: Jim and was unanimously approved.

IV.	APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Motion made by:   Carl Seconded by: Scott and was unanimously approved.

V. AGENDA ITEMS:

A. Brandon Radke: To discuss his intention and building permit for a temporary structure for his property at 600 Vintage Road Oronoco, MN.
· Brandon Radke would like to build a 12x32 accessory building for indoor storage. He would like the building to be built on skids so it can be moved as needed. It would not be a temporary structure per 151.080. Per the city ordinance, he has the appropriate lot size to have an accessory building and the size of the building is appropriate. P&Z advised Brandon that he needs to fill out the City of Oronoco Planning Application (provided to Brandon at the meeting) and talk to Tommy Thompson the building inspector to verify if he can build the shed on skids. Tommy would be able to tell him the required building codes before Brandon does any additional paperwork filing or fees.   
B. Tiny homes: Review draft and set public hearing.
· Since the MN building code will be update and released March 31 with a tiny home section, the committee will hold until it can review the requirements in the state code. We want to be consistent with the state’s code. In the meantime, the committee did review the use table (151.040). Updates were noted in the P&Z binder. Basically, R3 (tiny homes) had the same conditional use and permitted/not permitted activities as R2 (multi-family). The distinction is that tiny homes are not considered multi-family units, but rather a group of tiny single family homes (number dictated by the size of lot, setbacks, and minimum tiny home square footage). The committee will continue to work on the plan in February, March and April to incorporate additional information and the MN state building code. A public hearing would then be set for May to review the draft tiny home code ordinance.


C. FLUP: Stantec presentation on Future Land Use Map.
· Phil (Stantec) came and presented a PowerPoint on the draft recommendation for the FLUP. The committee was comfortable with the draft plan and updated Phil on the inclusion of R3 (tiny home community) which would be allowed in the same R2 designated areas. The maps will be updated to reflect R2/R3. The same step down and greenbelt requirements will exist for R2/R3 zones. 
· The next step is to setup a public input meeting on the “Draft FLUP”.  The purpose of the announcement and public meeting is to have Phil present the draft FLUP to the community and then capture individual feedback (3 min max/resident similar to public hearing) on the plan. Major land owners, businesses, and Oronoco residents would be encouraged to attend. City clerk should make the announcement in multiple forums (city website/newsletter/papers) to encourage as much participation at the meeting. It is not a formal public hearing, but instead to present information and gather input from stakeholders.
· After the Public input meeting, P&Z would discuss and make any modifications to the FLUP with Stantec. The goal would be to then have a “Revised” FLUP for a formal public hearing in April 2020 based on the feedback from the March meeting. 
· The P&Z committee unanimously agreed to this plan as detailed by Phil.
