I. CALL TO ORDER: At 7:00 PM meeting was called to order by Paul Jannetto

II. ROLL CALL:

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Motion made by: Trish Seconded by: Scott and was unanimously approved.

IV. IV.	APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Motion made by:  Mark Seconded by: Scott and was unanimously approved.

V. AGENDA ITEMS:

A. Brandon Radke: To discuss his intention and building permit for an accessory building for his property at 600 Vintage Road Oronoco, MN.
· Brandon wants to build a 14x32 ft steel building (storage shed). It would have tie downs per code and building inspector. It would be a pre-manufactured building (Premier) which is cream colored. His trailer is sold and will be moved out by the beginning of May. He would like to install the building where the trailer was and eventually blacktop the property. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Trish brought up complaints from residents about debris and concerns about living on the property. 
· Brandon stated he would clean up the debris in the yard when it dried up. He can also install a fence to hide any work-related debris until it’s taken to the dump.
· P&Z discussed the accessory building and found it to be compliant with city codes.
· Motion: Scott made a motion to recommend that city council approve the building application for an accessory building (14x32ft). It was seconded by Trish, and unanimously approved.

 
B. FLUP Public Presentation and Input: Stantec presentation on the updated Future Land Use Map.
· Phil and Joe (Stantec) presented a PowerPoint presentation on the FLUP and went over the new map. Key discussion points are summarized below the presentation has all the details:


· The city may want to petition Olmsted County and Oronoco Township to potentially annex the 80 acres that would be adjacent to the future wastewater treatment plan to be annexed into the city limits. On a related issue, Joe mentioned that once the city owns the land where the actual future wastewater treatment plant sites (10 acres) they will need to amend the annexation agreement with the Oronoco Township. Per the city attorney, this would be allowed and recommended. 
· Phil proposed an additional new category (mixed commercial/residential zone) which after P&Z discussion was felt to add more confusion. In the end, the committee felt that it was best to keep the existing zones and not add any additional zones. 
· Trish suggested adding in some potential future trails which also connected to the Douglas trail. The committee unanimously supported this idea.
· P&Z committee also had a discussion to incorporate and acknowledge the information collected from the key stakeholder/land owner/developer meeting that occurred last year. The FLUP was modified accordingly to include some additional commercial and R2/R3 zoning. 
· Joe brought up adding in a proposed/potential future Park-N-Ride site off the main interchange which was supported by P&Z. 
· Public input was taken, but only one person (Jeff Hovel) was present.
· Next steps: 
· Phil will modify the FLUP according to the recommendations of P&Z and the public input. 
· P&Z will review the updated FLUP at the next meeting in April. If everything looks acceptable, a public hearing on the FLUP would be scheduled in May. It would then go to city council for approval.
