I. CALL TO ORDER: At 7:00 PM meeting was called to order by Paul Jannetto

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Motion made by: Scott. Seconded by: Carl and was unanimously approved. 
IV.	APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Motion made by:  Trish. Seconded by: Carl and was unanimously approved

· AGENDA ITEMS:

A. Review petition for variance and set public hearing for June 11th:  Thompson’s Garage Door & Openers; Jim Thompson. 
· Jim wasn’t present or online. P&Z discussed variance for larger signage. P&Z couldn’t immediately locate the requirements in the new ordinances and will ask city staff to provide and verify the square footage limits prior to the public hearing. In addition, P&Z would like clarification on if the sign includes any lighting. Lastly, Trish would like to see Thompson’s Garage Door & Openers comply with the paving requirement. 
· Motion: Paul made a motion to set the public hearing for the variance on June 11th at 7:03 PM. It was seconded by Carl, and unanimously approved.

B. Discuss Bandon Radke property: 14x32 portable shed on B2 property
· Brandon Radke was present to discuss his shed. While the shed he ended up buying wasn’t the original one in the plans he provided the city, it was the exact same dimensions. It was a nice design with windows and a porch. He stated he had no intent of living there. He plans to skirt it so it looks nice and add the tie downs for safety. He will also add a garage door on the North side. 
· Motion: Paul made a motion that city council approves the new shed (14x32) with the conditions that Brandon completes the skirting, tie downs, and adds the garage door. It was seconded by Scott, and unanimously approved.



C. Discuss Self Storage Phase 2 expansion: Collin Craven
· Collin Craven was on the Zoom meeting. He stated the original plans were being revised to comply with Joe Palen’s/Cities recommendations. He plans to close the 5th street access so the only access is from Minnesota Avenue, add trees for screening, etc.
· The committee along with Joe Palen on the Zoom meeting went over each of the 12 points in Joe’s letter with Collin. Collin agreed to address all the concerns and work with Joe especially on the fire protection to come up with a reasonable solution that meets both parties’ needs/requirements.

D. FLUP review by P&Z committee and set public hearing for June 11th. 
· Kelly Kreuger (resident 13th Lane SW Oronoco) was on the Zoom meeting to address the Parkland/buffer zone in her back yard. 
· Per Joe Palen the area in question is flood plain, privately owned, and inaccessible. 
· P&Z committee will have Phil (Stantec) correct this on the final FLUP.
· Joe Palen also pointed out a few other areas that should also be amended which were labeled as Park/Buffer incorrectly. These included the area near 1st street NW and east of Cedar Woodlands. Joe will work with Phil to amend these on the final FLUP.
· Joe will also have Phil change the colors since it is hard to distinguish the two greens for Parkland/Buffer and Future Parks.
· Trish suggested we add a Future Park that connects Riverwood Park with a trail along the river to where the proposed wastewater treatment discharge area would be. 
· Motion: Trish made a motion that with the changes noted above being made by Stantec, a public hearing to approve the FLUP be set for June 11th at 7:15 PM. It was seconded by Mark, and unanimously approved.
