I. CALL TO ORDER: At 7:00 PM meeting was called to order by Paul Jannetto

II. ROLL CALL:
i. Committee Members Present: Paul Jannetto (Chair), Mark Johnson (Vice-Chair), Scott Sorenson, Orest Zasadney, and Carl Krause

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Motion made by: Carl. Seconded by: Orest and was unanimously approved.
IV.	APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Motion made by: Mark. Seconded by: Scott and was unanimously approved

V. AGENDA ITEMS:
A. Public Hearing (7:05 PM) Conditional Use Permit (CUP) for home business for auto detailing at 915 W. Center Street
· Andrew Lingl spoke about his home business for detailing cars in his garage at his residence. He does “paint correction” which is basically buffing and polishing out scratches. He doesn’t do any painting or body work. He also does a waterless wash and headlight restoration. He is the only person working on the cars and maybe does it a few times a week between the hours of 9 AM and 5 PM.
· Tom Jansen (915 W. Center Oronoco MN) spoke against the CUP. His property backs up to Andrews. He had questions if Andrew was going to do any body work and if he would be painting cars. He also was concerned over the use of chemicals which could run off towards his property. He felt the business would create excessive burden and Andrew didn’t have screening/fencing completely around his yard. 
· Kelli Heydt (35 4th Ave NW Oronoco MN) spoke against the CUP. She has property behind Andrew. She had questions if his business was only on his front lot and not his other lot in the back. She also expressed concern and wanted to know if all his chemicals were truly biodegradable. She pointed out that Andrew answered the questions in the CUP application packet backwards (with negative answers indicating his business would create an excessive burden). In the end, she asked if Oronoco really wanted to add a home business into a residential area.
· The public hearing was then closed 7:17 PM and the P&Z committee asked Andrew Lingl to clarify several issues including:
· Days/Hours he would detail cars:  He stated it was only Monday through Friday from 9 AM to 5 PM. 
· Number of vehicles:  Currently the maximum number is 3 cars/week. He is the only one working on the cars. Most of his work is done at the dealerships.
· Storage of cars:  All work is done inside the garage and he doesn’t store client’s cars on his property long term. 
· He was asked to clarify if he uses any paint. What is “paint correction”?  He clarified he doesn’t use any paint. He sands, buffs, and polishes, but doesn’t use any paint.
· He was asked if he did any mechanic or body work. He stated he doesn’t do any body work, oil changes, or mechanic work on the cars.
· The P&Z committee than went through the eight criteria for a CUP and the findings of fact are shown below:

WHEREAS, the applicant seeks a Conditional Use Permit under City Code Sec. 603.32 to allow an auto detailing business, legally described as:

Parcel 84.18.21.028911; 
SECT-18 TWP-108 RANGE-014
LAKEVIEW
LOT 2
R1 zone; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Adjustment conducted a public hearing on May 9th, 2019, and received public testimony regarding the proposed Conditional Use Permit; and

WHEREAS, all required notices regarding the public hearing were properly made; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Adjustment has reviewed the request and recommended approval/denial of the Conditional Use Permit;

And;

WHEREAS, the City Council reviewed the requested Conditional Use Permit and Board of Adjustment recommendation for the requested Conditional Use Permit at its meeting of May 21, 2019.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ORONOCO, MINNESOTA, that it adopts the following findings of fact related to the requested Conditional Use Permit:

[bookmark: _Hlk527533768]Criteria #1:     That the establishment or operation will/will not be detrimental to or endanger the public health, safety, or general welfare and is not contrary to established standards, regulations, or Codes of other governmental agencies.
Finding #1 	The use will not be detrimental to the public.

[bookmark: _Hlk527534415][bookmark: _Hlk508697264]Criteria #2	That the business is so designed that it is/is not unsightly, undesirable, or obnoxious in appearance to the extent that it will hinder the orderly and harmonious development of the city and the use district wherein proposed.
Finding #2	It is designed and it is not unsightly. All work is done in the existing garage.

Criteria #3: 	The use will/ will not be substantially injurious to the permitted uses or unduly restrict the enjoyment of other property in the immediate vicinity nor substantially diminish and impair property values within the area.
Finding #3   	 It is designed and will not impair property values in the area.

[bookmark: _Hlk527535042][bookmark: _Hlk508697386]Criteria #4	That the business will/ will not impede the orderly and normal development and improvement of the surrounding property for uses permitted in the zoning district.
Finding #4	The use is compatible with current zoning with a CUP.
 
[bookmark: _Hlk527535291]Criteria #5	That adequate water supply and sewage disposal facilities are provided/ not provided and in accordance with applicable standards.
Finding #5 	 The use does not require water and sewer.

[bookmark: _Hlk508697425]Criteria #6	That adequate/ inadequate access roads, on-site parking, on-site loading, and unloading berths, and drainage have been or will be provided.
Finding #6	 It will have adequate access roads.

[bookmark: _Hlk527535365]Criteria #7	That adequate measures have been taken to provide ingress and egress so designed as to minimize traffic congestion on public roads.
Finding #7	 Yes
	
[bookmark: _Hlk527535425]Criteria #8	That the use will conform to all applicable regulations of the district wherein proposed and with the City’s comprehensive plan.
Finding #8 	 Yes

Therefore, a motion to recommend that the city council approve the Conditional Use Permit to allow an auto detailing business at 915 West Center Street, Oronoco, Minnesota with the following restrictions:
1. The hours of operation are restricted to Monday through Friday (no weekends) from 8AM to 6 PM.
2. All detailing work must be done inside the garage.
3. No long term (>2 day) outdoor storage of client’s vehicles on his property.

B. Variance discussion for 630 5th St NW. (PH is set for June 13th at 7:10 pm.)
· Kent Johnson (630 5th St NW) is not able to attend the PH in June and came to briefly review his variance application with the P&Z committee. He and his fiancé are requesting a variance to allow them to demolish their existing detached garage and put up a new 24’x32’ garage along with a small storage shed. The variance is required because both structures would be located in the front (not back or side) of the home and would not be the minimum allowable distance from the property line. The topography of the property, trees, septic system, drain field and well restrict the location of the accessory buildings.
		
Motion: Mark made a motion to set PH for variance for June 13th at 7:10 PM. It was seconded by Carl, and unanimously approved.


C. Review new codification section 151. (PH set for June 13th at 7:15 pm)
· The P&Z committee reviewed the new codification section 151. 

Motion: Paul made a motion to set PH for June 13th at 7:15 PM to adopt the new codification section 151 with the following corrections to be completed by city staff:
1. Minor formatting and editing changes are needed to remove all the random @ symbols and in numerous circumstances an “=” sign was used where an “apostrophe” should have been used. 
2. Under each of the following sections (151.115, 115.116, 151.135, and 115.136) add the comment “Refer to the Use chart in section 151.040 for a comprehensive list.”
3. Based on the outcome of the June PH the OACC section may also need to be removed and updated. 
        It was seconded by Scott, and unanimously approved.

D. OACC: Review updates and set public hearing for June 13, 2019, for 7:20. (Vote to remove existing OACC and approve New codification with new OACC standards.)
· The P&Z committee reviewed all the yellow highlighted sections and had the following updates:
· Under major exterior materials for B1, B2 and B3 change it from 25 to 75% so it reads, “No more than seventy-five (75%) of any exterior wall on a building shall be fiber cement siding, wood, or metal accent material.”
· Under the screening adjoining residential use remove the sentence “All screening shall comply with screening 153.146 of this chapter.”
· Keep the trash enclosure service structure section “as is”, but remove yellow highlighting.
· In photo, remove “Parking shall be screened through landscaping, berms, or low walls.”
· In the M1 minimum standards section update the window requirement from 25% to 10% window coverage is required along the street.
· For major exterior materials for M1 it should be updated from 25% to 90% so it reads, “No more than ninety (90%) of any exterior wall on a building shall be fiber cement siding, wood, or metal accent material.”
· Under the parking and vehicular circulation section in M1 remove “parking areas should be screened from view from public rights of way through landscaping berms or low walls”

Motion: With the above noted corrections, Scott made a motion remove existing OACC and approve new codification with the new updated OACC standards and to set a PH for June 13th at 7:20 PM. It was seconded by Orest, and unanimously approved.

E. FLUP: Work with Stantec on future land use plan and next steps
· Joe Palen and John Shardlow came and went through 2 handouts. The next steps are that P&Z in June needs to answer the questions from Stantec in the handout and define some of the terms. P&Z should come up with a wish list and prioritize goals. Stantec will then prepare word document template and then P&Z, City council and city staff will update background information, goals & policies. Stantec will work with P&Z as needed and they will look into helping city get additional grant money to support the FLUP process. Joe stated we do have ~$20K in funding for FLUP in the sewer project funding that the city received, but we will still need another $10-20K to finish the whole process.
