I. CALL TO ORDER: At 7:00 PM meeting was called to order by Paul Jannetto

II. ROLL CALL:
i. Committee Members Present: Paul Jannetto (Chair), Mark Johnson (Vice-Chair), Orest Zasadney,  and Trish Shields

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Motion made by: Mark. Seconded by: Orest and was unanimously approved.
IV.	APPROVAL OF AGENDA: Motion made by:  Trish to accept with the addition of the Hassler Property. Seconded by: Mark and was unanimously approved.

V. AGENDA ITEMS:

A. Widseth Smith and Nolting: Hassler Property at 710/720 MN Ave S. (Discussion on dividing the property and rezoning before pulling the paperwork/permits).
· Logan Tjossem came from Widseth Smith and Nolting. He was seeking input from P&Z on dividing up the Hassler Property into 5 lots. The property is currently zoned a combination of R1/B2. Per the FLUP, the property is designated as B2 which is what they would like them all to be zoned. P&Z provided guidance around creating access points to the individual lots and stressed it should all be from County Road 18 and not 2nd Avenue SE. P&Z also advised Logan to speak with Sandy (city clerk) about completing the appropriate applications and the timeline/process.

B. Tiny homes: Discuss creating ordinances/Setting standards.

· P&Z reviewed the documents and pulled out key points they would like to see in Oronoco’s future code which are noted below:
1. As we map out the FLUP, we need to create a new zone dedicated to tiny homes so we can create a community of similar sized homes.
2. The tiny home community would be required to have a central underground shelter for severe weather safety.
3. A central parking garage would also be required, but 1 outside parking slot next to each tiny house would be also allowed.
4. Instead of having numerous random driveways, a main entrance into the tiny home community is preferred.
5. All roads/driveways must be paved. 
6. Centralized mailboxes would be required.
7. There would be no requirements for a centralized recreational center as city parks are abundant.
8. Lot size:  Minimum of 2500 square feet per tiny house with setbacks to be determined. 
9. Maximum of a two story tiny house above ground which includes the loft.
10. All tiny houses or tiny houses on trailers where the suspension/axle components have been removed have to be attached on an approved foundation.
11. Any tiny house constructed on a permanent chassis with wheels is NOT permitted within the tiny home residential community but may be located in areas designated as “house-trailer parks.”
12. The tiny home can be built partially or entirely on-site or off-site. If built off-site it has to be inspected and approved by a recognized agency which is approved by the local building official. In addition, it must comply with all MN building codes for tiny houses. 
13. Minimum R-15 insulation (or higher if required by MN building codes) in framed floors, ceilings, and walls.
14. A wastewater system appropriately sized to accommodate the occupancy and fixture content must be in place. Ideally a central water/sewer connection for the tiny home community would be in place.
15.  It is not necessary to require a separate dining room or hard wall partitioned off bathroom. However, all tiny houses would be required to have a bathroom, kitchen, and bedroom/living room area.
16.  Lastly, the documents reviewed provided some nice definitions which could be incorporated into our future Oronoco codes for tiny houses.

C. FLUP: Discuss/finalize future meetings/dates w/ stakeholders:
· Landowners
· Public
1. Paul reminded everyone that on August 22nd, P&Z is holding the first of several special FLUP meetings. At this meeting, the city has invited key stakeholders/land owners to attend and provide their ideas/input on what they would like to see in Oronoco in the FLUP. The city council and Stantec will be present to hear their input.
2. Another future public forum (likely Sept ?) will be announced where P&Z, city council and Stantec will be able to seek & hear the input of Oronoco residents. Residents will be encouraged to either attend or email/mail their input into the session to be recorded on what they want to see in the FLUP.
3. Based on the input of these groups, Stantec and P&Z will work to put together a rough draft a FLUP which will then be announced for further review/input from all stakeholders to refine it.
4. Lastly, Trish asked if the city staff could send out numerous email reminders about the Aug 22nd special meeting to all parties as Gold Rush is the week prior and everyone will be run down.
