IV.	AGENDA ITEMS:

A. Stantec (Joe/Phil) gave a 30 min PowerPoint presentation which included the following:
· Reviewed Future Land Use & Comprehensive Plan update process
· Reviewed background information
· Reviewed FLUP map and development analysis
1. Key takeaway: 2014 Maxfield housing study which estimates housing growth for 2013-2020 and 2020-2030 shows the following for Oronoco during the 2020-2030 timeframe:
·  A total of ~550 new households
· 225  single family
· 75 multi-family
· 120 senior (active)
· 100 senior (service)
· Comment that affordable housing is needed 
· Outlined next steps
1. Compile, evaluate, and incorporate land owner comments into FLUP
2. Stantec to conduct market assessment for commercial, industrial, and housing needs in the next 3-4 months
3. Develop draft FLUP based on city official feedback and professional service input
4. Conduct public engagement meeting and solicit feedback on draft FLUP
5. Compile comments, finalize draft comprehensive FLUP
6. Conduct public hearing on comprehensive FLUP
· Opened discussion for individual property owners to comment

B. Mark Kuehn:
· Consistent with Phil’s presentation and the Maxfield housing study, Mark wants to split his 2 acre property and build patio homes for seniors/retirement. However, he was turned down by City Council. Now property will likely sit for two years until sewer comes through.
· City should listen to Stantec/Phil and the Maxfield study
· Senior citizens need affordable housing
· Tilly also needs sewer
· P&Z and city council needs to work with the citizens and loosen up and work with developers
· For his 150 acres, he would like commercial/industrial in the front section along 100th street with a transition zone (valley) in between some nice patio homes along the bluff/river in the back of the property 
· Wants to work with city to run sewer line through his property
· Vested in city, donated funds for fire truck
· Is looking to potentially turn his horse barn into an event center and get that area rezoned with Oronoco Township to highway/commercial
· Wants his developments to be a win for both city and him
· He agrees with city’s vision to preserve the charm of the “old historical downtown district” and that any development down there should have to build “old” architecturally style homes/buildings. New growth in Oronoco will be in the south side. Leave the town “as is”
C. Tom Gauthier:
· Previously tried working with city and P&Z and got recommendations, but in the end was unsuccessful
· Oronoco doesn’t have enough population to support a lot businesses which is why businesses aren’t looking to develop here right now
· The current FLUP has all B2 along the highway, but we don’t have enough freeway traffic and/or residents to support that much local business
· It would be nice to have banks/strip mall to service the local residents
· Need to update FLUP and zoning so developers can develop
· The land by Lake Shady Ave should be commercial 
· Spot zoning was already done around the data center, People’s Coop, and Casey’s
· Outside developers have stated that the City of Oronoco is too hard to work with and needs to be adaptable
· FLUP is important since endorsed by the city and residents. If done correctly, developers can then work within those zoned areas.
D. Ron Anderly: 
· New to Oronoco, bought land from Bernie
· Previously developed over 300 residential lots in Waseca
· Volunteers at Camp Victory
· Oronoco is a “gold mine”
1. Oronoco has something to offer residents and commercial
2. RST is very expensive (taxes, lots, etc..), businesses can afford it
· Cedar Woodland property: Is working with G-cubed to design development: A few different design options but sewer is the main holdup unless can work with county. Needs to install $400K system ($200K primary and a backup systems) when sewer could potentially be installed beginning Fall 2022
1. ~16 – 1 acre lots
2. 32 – 80 ft frontage sized lots for workforce housing
3. May look at starting 8 houses Fall 2020
· Agree with Mark & Tom
· Would love to see a 5000 sq ft mom & pop grocery store in Oronoco or an auto mechanic, something to directly benefit residents
·  Need to build affordable homes for seniors, patio homes are desired and nice
· Likes the Oronoco wants to maintain its “small town” atmosphere where you say “hello” and know the names of the people in the local stores. 
· Wants to work with the city
