I. CALL TO ORDER: At 7:00 PM meeting was called to order by Paul Jannetto

II. ROLL CALL:
i. Committee Members Present: Paul Jannetto (Chair), Mark Johnson (Vice-chair), Orest Zasadney,  Scott Sorenson, and Trish Shields

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Motion made by: Trish. Seconded by: Orest and was unanimously approved.

V. AGENDA ITEMS:

i. Carlson street vacation: Review & recommendation:
1. Lynn Carlson (115 4th St NW) spoke about the vacation of the 20-feet wide alley on the west side of their parcel; the vacation of the 80-feet wide Bluff Street right-of-way bisecting their parcel and they propose to dedicate a new 20-feet wide permanent utility easement on the west side of the existing Bluff Street right-of-way as they are trying to sell the property and the real estate agent said it needed to be done.
2. Previously, the city engineer (Joe Palen) did recommend the City consider approval of the aforementioned actions illustrated on the certificate of survey and stated the proposed permanent utility easement should be prepared by the property owner in a recordable format and presented to the City for review as a condition of the proposed vacations.
3. The committee discussed and determined that the proposed alley and roadway right-of-way vacations appear to be reasonable, and per Joe Palen no future roadway is planned or required within the Bluff Street right-of-way and the proposed permanent utility easement would facilitate future sanitary sewer service if needed. 
Motion: Scott made a motion to recommend that city council approve the street vacation. It was seconded by Orest, and unanimously approved.

ii. Hassler final plat: Review & recommendation
1. No one was present to represent the Hassler final plat.
2. Trish commented that the driveway on lot#2 is still in a dangerous place and should be closed for safety (e.g. recent accidents). P&Z had previously suggested that lots# 1 & 2 could instead share a common driveway. Back in July, the P&Z committee also advised Logan Tjossem from Widseth Smith and Nolting that access to lot#4 for businesses should be off MN Ave S and not the narrow 2nd Ave SE. In this respect, lots#3 + 4 could also share a common driveway. 
	Motion: Trish made a motion to recommend that city council deny the final plat application and propose the modifications listed above. It was seconded by Mark, and unanimously approved.

iii. VFW request 5 MN Ave S.: Sidewalk and landscaping in ROW:
1. Ross & Sharon Parker (250 Cedar Point Road SE) both spoke on their proposal to add a handicapped accessible sidewalk along with three terraced levels along the south side of the VFW facing MN Ave S. Currently the stairs are over grown with grapevines and the grass hill is very steep (~12 ft from the street) making it difficult to mow/maintain. The entire steps and hill are all located in the ROW. If terraced, they would then have access to the flag pole. They would like to beautify the front and have a nice retaining wall likely filled with mulch. Home Depot is willing to donate some supplies to the VFW. Ross & Sharon were inquiring what the next steps are they can take and if P&Z and CC would approve this type of project. Sharon also asked if the sidewalk would still have to be shoveled/maintained in winter. It primarily would be used during Gold Rush days where the parking on the street in front of the VFW is for handicapped. Due to the limited financial resources of the VFW Ross is hoping that with volunteers and possibly Ottman Construction it could all get done along with the Home Depot donation. 
2. P&Z is supportive of the idea and advised Ross & Sharon to speak with Sandy to determine the next steps including asking about the ROW permit application. Trish also advised them to talk with the city engineer who could give them some advice. Paul also said that Tom Thompson might be another good resource when it comes to the requirements for the retaining wall.

iv. FLUP: Follow-up on August 22nd meeting
1. Paul summarized the landowners that were present:
a. Mark Kuehn
b. Tom Gauthier
c. Lynn Koenig
d. Ron Anderly
2. Stantec: (Phil/Joe) were also present: Paul told everyone that the next steps were that Tom Leighton (Senior urban planner) will be coming Sept 24th to meet w/ Sandy/Paul to begin to gather some information. The purpose of the survey is to better estimate the scale and type of development that Oronoco might see in the upcoming years so that can be incorporated into the FLUP.

v. Tiny homes: Continue discussion of ordinance/specifications:
1. P&Z reviewed the requirements they determined needed to be incorporated in the ordinance from the July 11th meeting. In addition to the original 16 points, the committee added the following:
a. Centralized garbage/recycling would be required
b. Potentially two driveways for emergency vehicles.
c. Maintenance standards for the homes and property.
2. Paul volunteered to write up a draft ordinance using the original 16 points along with the 3 new ones listed above. He will model it after the one the committee reviewed back in July. P&Z can then review/edit it next meeting which is easier to do as a group then write it during the meeting. City staff can then format it appropriately and it can be reviewed by CC. A public hearing will ultimately be needed once finalized. 

vi. OACC signer: City attorney doesn’t want a CC member as one of the signers since any dispute would go back to CC for final denial/approval.
1. Inquired about having city clerk as a member and it wasn’t recommended by attorney
2. As a result, the P&Z committee agreed that everyone with the exception of Carl/Trish (CC members) and Jose (who wasn’t present) will all volunteer to be called if Tom Thompson has a question regarding the OACC. City staff can email Paul, Mark, Scott, and Orest to see who is available to come in and review the issue. With all four people being contacted initially, they felt someone would likely be available within 2-3 days to come and address the question. 

vii. Brandon Radke: Discuss possible rezoning of his property
1. He wasn’t present to discuss his question/issue.

viii. Ronald Anderly: Discuss possible rezoning of his property (CWIII)
1. He wasn’t present to discuss his question/issue.
