Secondary permanent paved access will be required for any low density residential development that is projected to generate more than 500 average daily trips.  This shall be calculated by multiplying and average of 10 trips per day times the number of homes. The need for secondary access for non-residential development fronting on a collector or higher order street shall be determined based on a Traffic Impact Study. The costs for the secondary access and the Traffic Impact Study shall be paid by the developer.

D. Billboards. Billboards along the U.S. Highway 52 corridor through the City may not be constructed within 1500 ft of the next closest Billboard. Billboards along the U.S. Highway 52 corridor may contain only one sign face in each direction per support pole. Multiple sign faces in each direction per support pole are prohibited. All billboards must be constructed within 600 feet of the exterior edge of the Highway 52 right of way, and must be a minimum of 30 feet of sign face to the ground, and not more than 45’ from top of sign face to ground.
