Facilities Plan Update
Joe was absent, but sent extensively worked on charts and maps of Oronoco, areas numerically ordered/labeled with priority of sewer service (as previously discussed with this committee) and proposed service locations.  Options to consider include pairing sewer services with Rochester, Pine Island or own Oronoco site.  Oronoco option would be constructing own sewer plant.  Rochester option wouldn’t permit any growth of Oronoco.  Pine Island option would require over 4 miles of piping to connec t to their service line.  Any sewer project would be done in phases.  Sheila reviewed dates of septic system installation in a few of the west side subdivisions (Woodsview and Zumbro Hills).  A Special City Council meeting has been scheduled March 24th, to discuss the newly completed Facilities Plan.
Water Fees
37 homes remain to hook up to the municipal water system.  Sheila to write an article for the newsletter summarizing the ordinance to be hooked up by July 2014 and the penalties homeowners will incur if not hooked up.
PPL Update
Three homes that were previously on the county list, were not on the Community Assessment Report spreadsheet.  These ended up being flood buyout properties.  Sheila has combined the information from the previous PPL application with the new information that Stantec identified through the Community Assessment process.  This has resulted in the potential of additional points on the scoring list.  There are roughly 28 imminent public health threats in the downtown area of Oronoco.
Other
Brief summary was given by Skyler of the Riverwood Hills developer’s interpretation of his company’s role with the homeowners of the subdivision.  The developer maintains his role is only as a septic pumping provider- that he maintains he has no responsibility for the septic lines that run throughout the subdivision.   This is a continuing conflict that will play out in the coming months.
