i. District B – 53% response.   48 of 91 responded. $52,932.00   median income
ii. District C – 58% response.   25 of 43 responded. $55,645.00   median income
iii. District F – 55% response.   25 of 44 responded. $65,944.00    median income.
III. Comments on Senate Bonding Committee Tour visit Oct 28th– Joe Palen
