III. Sheila went over the MOU report with the committee and guests.

III. Joe, Ryland, Sheila, Brian and other committee members participated in the discussion after going through the MOU report. The discussion centered on the activities that the city has been involved with regionalization as it applies to Pine Island or Rochester, in addition to having a stand-alone facility. The possibility of obtaining bonding money is critical to the success of meeting the MOU exclusivity time frame. We are in year 3 of the 5 year MOU and the city will need to demonstrate that it is working or in process of being compliant. 
IV. Review letter form Justin Sorenson, MN State University, Mankato

IV. The letter supports the Oronoco Wastewater project and was reviewed by the committee.
V. Review Riverwood Hills water looping proposals – Phase I (Joe)

V. Joe presented two alternatives for the proposed Riverwood Hills Phase I watermain looping improvements presented in the February 1, 2017 Feasibility Report. Alternative one would require easement on a property to allow horizontal boring – cost $162,360.00. Alternative two would extent the line further west to Istas Lane, further from the end of the cul-de-sac and has an estimated project cost of $185,177.00. It would require two property easements. Council will review both alternatives at the April 18, 2017 meeting. Motion made by Ross Parker, seconded by Larry Stolp to recommend the ‘pink’ route (Alternative No. 2) – horizontal boring of the water line, pending easement approval with the home owners, Green’s and Cradick’s, as well as, soil boring to determine what the depth of the rock is within the proposed watermain loop alignment. Approved. 
VI. Follow-up on preparing for MN Management Budget into 2018 Capital Budget System after May 1st
VI. Will keep open and review at the May meeting.
VII. Bonding Bill – brief update (Ryland)
VII. Ryland has met with SE legislators over the last couple of months- 5 of 6 Senators, 8 of 12 representatives and sharing the one page highlights regarding our wastewater project. The House Capital Investment Committee says there will be a bonding bill yet this year.
