I. Approval of July 14, 2015  minutes

a. Motion to approve minutes by Ryland Eichhorst. Seconded by Brian Breider. Approved.

III. Review Project timeline – Joe

a. Joe reviewed the timeline that he put together a few months ago. We talked about hiring a lobbyist, talking to our legislature representative – should we touch base again or come to one of our meeting? We need to position ourselves for the bonding bill – need political will and time to do those interactions. Need to demonstrate our story to the representatives. Will need to update the facility plan due to it being done 1 ½ years ago. This is a bonding year and occur every 1 ½ years. We need to firm up our direction. Do we need to have the income survey for B, C and F first? Would be good to have but not a break deal per Joe. Larry – per Pine Island they are planning on staying were they are at. We need to keep pursuing our own facility plan. Growth will occur when we get a sewer treatment plant along Minnesota Ave and 100th street. Trish – what does it take to hire a lobbyist? Joe is not sure what it would take. Sheila – we need to know what we need before we pursue a lobbyist. Ryland- we could need a lobbyist depending on which way we go, either our stand alone or with Pine Island. Brian – the challenges is to pick our direction for working with a lobbyist and how much time the lobbyist will need to work with Oronoco. Sheila – the MPCA has indicated at previous Task Force meetings that we need to figure out what we need and then MPCA can help determine the funding. Sheila – should we contact a lobbyist to meet and greet with a lobbyist. Ryland can contact the lobbyist suggested by Senator Senjem to see if he can meet or have a conference call. Possible Sept 8th meeting . Will send an invitation to Pine Island members on the Task Force for their awareness.
IV. Report on Oronoco/Pine Island Joint Project - Ryland
a.  Ryland reviewed the July 20th meeting notes with the committee. Brian – we could send our sewage to Pine Island today from B, C and F possibly until a update is warranted. Concern is what happens with growth in Oronoco and how to handle that with Pine Island. 
V. Revised wastewater flow projections discussed with Pine Island / Oronoco Task for B, C and F – Joe 
a. Joe shared info about B, C and F with MPCA and other districts starting in 2017 to 2037. Reviewed his spread sheet of flows 2017-2037. Brian – how do we determine growth in districts I and L for residential development? Sheila to send spread sheet to members of the committee.
VI. Continuous process for Income survey for B, C & F 
a. Sheila presented the latest update to the income survey letter. B was 95, C is 42 and F is 53 which includes business. They need to be eliminated, resulting in 185 letters for income survey to be sent out. Need to have 200 letters to use city permit for bulk handling. Sheila to follow-up with Sandy for District B owners/residences. Sheila has names and addresses for District C and F from the addresses for MPCA Project Priority Listing project. Consideration to title the “Occupant/Owner”. Eliminate the left hand column of city information, names, etc.. A note at the bottom of the page will reference to contact Sandy at City Hall with questions. Contact Sheila with any other updates.
