III. Riverwood Hills Water main Looping Project Update – Joe

III. Joe explained the status of the easements for the two properties that are needed for the project. We discussed when we would open the project up for bids and project start date options.  Project will be funded by the Water Availability Charge (WAC) funding and would have more dollars later this year, as a result of a couple of commercial projects starting and their WAC payments received. Authorization by City Council for funding has been approved for completing the bid documents.

IV. Wastewater project – Criteria evaluation for Rochester conveyance or Regional facility
