I. Approval of April 14, 2015  minutes

a. Motion to approve by Trish. Approved.
II. Public comments

a. Terry Leary - Brought awareness of Kasson and Mantorville article in Post Bulletin regarding costs to hook up with Mantorville. 

III. Review Project timeline – Joe

a. Reviewed Joe’s timeline – not much has happened. Critical path is the timeline of task force with Pine Island. Still waiting for information from the task force. Oronoco WWTP project major issues are to study site proposals, amending facilities plan with site proposal, possible funding, feasibility study, etc.. Response to MPCA questions from original Facility Plan – April 2014, is still pending with future decisions of the WWTP. We are waiting for project C and F scoring to determine funding and scoring.
IV.  Report on Oronoco/Pine Island Joint Project 
a. Sheila reported that the reception from Pine Island has been very receptive. Still struggling with how the organizational structure might  look. Waiting for Regional Sustainability Development project for a researcher to assist with the Task Force. Erin Meier and Karen Doll plan to interview a research candidate in the next few days. May meeting is unknown, pending availability of a speaker to discuss sewer districts with the Task Force. Sheila had contacted MPCA and found that they no longer handle Sanitary Sewer Districts and was referred to the Office of Administrative Hearings.  They don’t have much experience with Sanitary Sewer Districts yet, but were working to find a speaker.  Sheila had not heard back from them yet.  Ryland to contact St Charles-Dover-Eyota Sanitary District, Plainview-Elgin Sanitary District and mayor of Mantorville to see is a representative could speak and answer questions at our May meeting. Ryland shared comments of the St Charles-Dover-Eyota and Plainview-Elgin interviews with plant operators. Ryland will share those interviews with the committee. 
V. Pumping List update 

a. Sheila share information regarding pumping code 7080.2450 Maintenance – Inspection is required every 3 years to view amount of solids, scum on the side of the tank, etc.. Oronoco ordinance says pumping is required every 3 years and recorded with city clerk. 

b. Sheila shared the latest pumping record of Oronoco (38 pages) showing name, residence address, last time pumped, etc.. 277 are compliant and 166 need to be pumped in 2015. 63 of the 166 have never been recorded, i.e. pumped and reported to city. A reminder letter should be sent to pumpers by the city to forward a report to the city. Sheila to follow-up with city clerk. A pumper is legally required to submit a MPCA form/report to Oronoco city clerk because of the Oronoco ordinance.
