III. Update on Regional Study –  Rochester and Pine Island – Joe
III. Rochester - Joe shared Rochester’s response in a Jan 25, 2018 official letter to the City of Oronoco. Rochester Staff indicated that they would not support a regionalization study that included service to the Northwest Territories until ~ 2060. They did indicate they would be interested in a short – term solution with Oronoco. An invitation to discuss these short-term solutions was extended to Oronoco by Rochester. Oronoco (Ryland and Joe) accepted and met with Rochester on February 8, 2018 and had a discussion regarding questions that we had regarding the letter. Meeting Minutes from that discussion were prepared and sent to Rochester for their verification. Overall, Rochester’s indicated a willingness to continue to discuss the options. We will continue discussion with Rochester.
III. Pine Island – An official letter was received from Pine Island on February 2, 2018 indicating that they are not supportive of a regional wastewater infrastructure, at this time.
III. Question for the Council discussion regarding updating the City Council and Oronoco citizens on the Regional Wastewater Study findings to date and Oronoco’s 2018 Bonding request.

1) Schedule a Council Work Session on Feb 20, 2018 from 6:00 to 7:00 PM.
2) Schedule the annual meeting with the MPCA to review the existing MOU and Oronoco’s work on the Regional Wastewater Study from 6:00 PM to 7:00 PM on April 10, 2018 at City Hall.

3) Schedule a Public Informational Meeting that will include a presentation of the Regional Wastewater Study including an Executive Summary, Oronoco Bonding Bill funding request and Q & A session with Oronoco residents.  The meeting is tentatively scheduled from 7:00 PM to 8:30 PM on April 10, 2018 at City Hall.

IV. Joe shared comments regarding the handouts of the presentation and a one page talking point information sheet that were given to the Senate Capital Investment Committee members. The presentation was well received, and several questions were asked during the 30 minute bus ride from the Rochester City Bus Garage to Oronoco City Hall. There were nine Senators, including Senators Dave Senjem, Carla Nelson and several legislative assistants on the bus. Ryland, Joe Palen, Sheila Craig, Trish Shields, Ross Parker and Larry Stolp traveled with the Senators also.
